The  Group  recorded  a  revenue  for  the  six  months  ended  30  June  2006  of  RM19.12  million  against   RM16.34 million  registered  in  the  corresponding  period  in  2005,  representing  an  increase  of  17.01%.  The    increase  in  revenue  is  attributable  to  the  increase  in  both  the local  and overseas  sales  of   paints  products.  The  Group  recorded  a   profit  before  income  tax  of  RM2.21 million  for  the 6  months  ended  30  June  2006  against  a  loss  before  income  tax  of  RM0.28  million  for  the  corresponding   period  in  2005.   The  increase  in  profit  before  tax  is  due  mainly  to  the  gain   of  deposit  recognised  on  the  disposal  of  Jutai Investments Limited,  which  have  been  fully  refunded  by  the  purchaser.

The principal effects of the changes in accounting policies resulting from the adoption of the new/revised FRS are disclosed below:

(a) FRS 3: Business Combinations and FRS 136: Impairment of Assets

Under FRS 3, all business combinations will be accounted for by applying the purchase method where the cost of business combination will be allocated to the identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities at the acquisition date. Any difference will be recognized as goodwill, represents an anticipation of future economic benefits from assets that are not capable of being individually identified and separately recognized.

The FRS 3 will also result in consequential amendments to FRS 136 Impairment of Assets and FRS 138 Intangible Assets.

Under FRS 3, any excess of the Group’s interest in the net fair value of acquirees’ identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities over cost of acquisition (previously referred to as ‘reserve on consolidation’), after reassessment, is now recognized immediately in income statement. Prior to 1 January 2006, reserve on consolidation was captured as part of reserves which constitute the Group’s shareholders’ fund. In accordance with the transitional provision of FRS3, the reserve on consolidation as at 1 January 2006 of RM1,851,000 was derecognised with a corresponding decreased  in  accumulated  loss.

(b) FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements

The adoption of FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest, share of net after-tax results of associates and other disclosures. FRS 101 requires disclosure, on the face of the statement of changes in equity, the total recognised income and expenses for the period showing separately the amount attributable to equity holders of the parent and to minority interest.
