	Review  Of   Performance
The  Group  recorded  a  revenue of  RM37.07 million  for the financial year 2007 as against a revenue of RM38.15 million  registered  in  2006,  representing  a  decrease  of  2.83%. This is in spite of incorporating the four months’ performance of the newly acquired subsidiary, Brilliant Paints Sdn Bhd. The decrease in revenue was mainly due to the fire which broke out at the Group’s paint factory in March 2007, which affected certain parts of the production facility and the elimination of inter-company sales of RM4.08 million in respect of the new subsidiary. In 2006, the sales to Brilliant Paints Sdn Bhd were taken up as revenue of the Group.

The  Group  recorded  a pretax profit of  RM2.36 million  in 2007 as against  a  pretax profit of  RM4.065 million in  2006, representing a decrease of 42%. Included in the current year, is revenue of RM6.75 million and pretax profit of RM1.31 million contributed by Brilliant Paints Sdn Bhd. The decrease in pretax profit is due to the disruption in production efficiency, loss of sales, higher replacement cost of raw materials after the fire and a loss on insurance claim of RM0.67 million on inventories and building. In the financial year 2006, there was an exceptional income of RM1.88 million arising from a waiver of debt by a creditor.

	Review  Of   Performance (cont’d)
The insurance adjustors are still in the midst of finalising the claim for damages on plant and machinery and consequential loss and as such the effects of these claims have not been recognised in the year under review.  The management do not expect any further loss on finalisation of these claims.

	Comparison  With  Previous Quarter’s  Results
Revenue  for  the current  quarter  was   at  RM11.36 million  as  compared  to  the  previous  quarter of   RM9.01 million,  representing  an  increase  of 26.1%.  Pretax  profit of  RM0.81 million  in  the  current  quarter  was  22.1% lower as  compared  to the  pretax profit  of  RM1.04 million  in  the  previous  quarter.  

The increase in revenue was due to the contribution by Brilliant Paints Sdn Bhd while the decrease in pretax profit during the current quarter was due to an exceptional loss of RM0.67 million on insurance claim.

(a) FRS 117 – Leases

The adoption of the revised FRS 117 has resulted in a retrospective change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of leasehold land. The up-front payments made for the leasehold land represents prepaid lease payments and are amortised on a straight-line basis over lease term. A lease of land and building is apportioned into lease of land and a lease of a building in proportion to the relative fair values of the leasehold interests in the land element and the building element of the lease at the inception of the lease. Prior to 1 January 2007, leasehold land was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

Upon the adoption of the revised FRS 117 at 1 January 2007, the reclassification of leasehold land as prepaid land lease payments has been accounted for retrospectively and certain comparative amounts as at 31 December 2006 have been restated.
