Review of performance

For the fourth quarter under review, the Group reported revenue of RM24.7 million, a growth of 8% as compared to RM22.9 million achieved in the same quarter in the preceding year. This has contributed to an improvement of 7% in profit before tax from RM7.0 million to RM7.5 million recorded in the fourth quarter under review. 

For the twelve months ended 31 December 2004, the Group recorded higher revenue of RM80.1 million against RM70.5 million for the same period in the preceding year arising from the higher petroleum supply base activities. The Group recorded profit before tax of RM31.3 million for the year ended 31 December 2004 compared to RM28.8 million achieved in the same period in the preceding year. The increase in profit before tax was mainly due to increase in petroleum supply base and environmental management activities.

The petroleum supply base operation remains as the main contributor to the Group performance.

Review of current quarter profitability against preceding quarter

During the current quarter under review, the Group recorded profit before tax of RM7.5 million or 10% lower as compared to RM8.3 million reported in the preceding quarter. This is due to provision for diminution of investment and doubtful debt in the fourth quarter.
