On 29 July 2005, the Company had entered into a conditional share sale agreement with Ancom Energy & Services Sdn Bhd, Suhaimi bin Haji Mukhtar and Datuk Haji Ismail bin Haji Hashim to acquire 4,750,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each representing 95% equity interest of Tubex Sdn Bhd (Tubex) for a total cash consideration of RM18,525,000. Review of performance

For the second quarter under review, the Group reported revenue of RM22.8 million, a growth of 17% as compared to RM19.5 million achieved in the same quarter in the preceding year. However the profit before tax for the current quarter stood at RM6.5 million, lower by 11% from RM7.3 million recorded in the second quarter of 2004.

For the six months ended 30 June 2005, the Group recorded higher revenue of RM41.5 million against RM37.1 million for the same period in the preceding year arising from recognition of deferred billing. The Group recorded profit before tax of RM14.6 million for the period ended 30 June 2005 compared to RM15.5 million achieved in the same period in the preceding year. The decrease in profit before tax was mainly due to increase in administrative costs.
The petroleum supply base operation remains as the main contributor to the Group performance.

Review of current quarter profitability against preceding quarter

During the current quarter under review, the Group recorded profit before tax of RM6.4 million, 22% lower compared to RM8.2 million reported in the preceding quarter. This is due to increase in administrative costs in the current quarter as against preceding quarter.
15 Prospects for the current financial year

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Directors expect that the performance of the Group for the current financial year ending 31 December 2005 will be comparable to the previous year.

Elite Award Sdn Bhd vs Boustead Trading (1985) Sdn Bhd

On 5 April 2005, Elite Award Sdn Bhd (EASB), a wholly owned subsidiary of EPIC and Boustead Trading (1985) Sdn Bhd (Boustead) have agreed to an out of court settlement whereby Boustead has paid EASB the sum of RM50,000 as full and final settlement and both parties had withdrawn their respective claims or counterclaims with no orders as to costs and with no liberty to file afresh. In 1995, EASB filed a suit against Boustead for outstanding debts amounting to RM577,736. Boustead on 8 November 1997 filed a counter claim for the termination of distributorship agreement and consequent losses suffered amounting to RM2,796,588.
