Review of Performance of the Group

Revenue for the current quarter has  increased by 17% to RM58.5 million compared to the preceding year quarter which was recorded at RM50.1 million. Higher revenue arose from increase in conventional transportation, haulage and rental activities.  Rental income has increased to RM7.1 million compared to the preceding corresponding quarter of RM5.3 million. Operating profit before tax for the current quarter of RM1.53 million was lower than the preceding year corresponding quarter operating profit before tax of RM1.71 million.  The lower operating profit before tax was due to lower margin in its transportation activities, higher finance cost and depreciation charge which  arose from revaluation of land and buildings  for the financial year ended 31 March 2006.

Variation of Results Against the Preceding Quarter

For the quarter under review, the Group has recorded a profit before tax of RM1.53 million compared to a profit before tax of RM0.297 million in the previous quarter.  The higher profit before tax is due to lower finance cost, improvement in contribution from subsidiaries operating container haulage activities, consolidated cargo, courier and packages services and rental activities.
