NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT

A1
Basis of Preparation

This interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with applicable disclosure provisions of the listing requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad, including compliance with Financial Reporting Standards (FRS) 1342004 Interim Financial Reporting, issued by Malaysian Accounting Standard Board (MASB).

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with the same accounting policies in the 2006 annual financial statements, except for the accounting policy changes that are expected to be reflected in the 2007 annual financial statements.  Details of these changes in accounting policies are set out in Note 2.

The preparation of an interim financial report in conformity with FRS 1342004 Interim Financial Reporting requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses on a year to date basis.  Actual results may differ from these estimates.

This interim report contains condensed consolidated financial statements and selected explanatory notes.  The notes include an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in financial position and performance of the Group since the 2006 annual financial statements.  The condensed consolidated interim financial statements and notes thereon do not include all of the information required for the full set of financial statements prepared in accordance with FRSs.

The financial information relating to the financial year ended 31 March 2006 that is included in the interim financial report as been previously reported information does not constitute the Company statutory financial statements for that financial year but is derived from those financial statements other than those that have been restated as a result of the change in accounting policies.  Statutory financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2006 are available from the Company’s registered office.

In prior years, minority interests at the balance sheet date were presented in the consolidated balance sheet separately from liabilities and as deduction from net assets.  Minority interests in the result of the Group for the year were also separately presented in the income statement as a deduction before arriving at a profit attributable to shareholders.

With effect from 1 April 2006, in order to comply with FRS 101 and FRS 127, minority interests at the balance sheet date are presented in the consolidated balance sheet within equity, separately from the equity attributable to the equity holders of the parent, and minority interests in the results of the Group for the period are presented on the face of the consolidated income statement as an allocation of the profit or loss for the period between the minority interests and the equity holders of the parent.

The presentation of minority interests in the consolidated balance sheet and income statement for the comparative period has been restated accordingly.

Review of Performance of the Group

Revenue for the current quarter has  increased by 18% to RM58.7 million compared to the preceding year quarter which was recorded at RM49.7 million. Higher revenue arose from increase in conventional transportation, haulage and rental activities.  Rental income has increased to RM7.3 million compared to the preceding corresponding quarter of RM4.9 million. Operating profit before tax for the current quarter of RM3.2 million was higher than the preceding year corresponding quarter operating profit before tax of RM0.24 million.  The higher operating profit before tax was due to improvement in contributions from subsidiaries with container haulage, consolidated cargo and courier and packages operations and rental activities.  Operating profit before tax was also affected by the writeback on impairment loss of RM3.62 million to cover the loss on disposal of quoted investments of RM2.56 million and hence giving rise to a net writeback on impairment of RM1.06 million no longer required.

Variation of Results Against the Preceding Quarter

For the quarter under review, the Group has recorded a profit before tax of RM3.2 million compared to a profit before tax of RM1.53 million in the previous quarter.  The higher profit before tax is due to improvement in contributions from subsidiaries operating container haulage activities, consolidated cargo, courier and packages services and rental activities and a net writeback on impairment of RM1.06 million no longer required.
