The audit report in respect of the annual financial statement for the year ended 31st August 2003 was not qualified.

The business operations of the Group are not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

Exceptional Items

Exceptional items for current year quarter:

a) There is a decreased in market value of RM728,942 in our quoted securities as compared to preceding quarter.

b) Profit on disposal of a piece of leasehold industrial land with office and building located in Mukim Serendah, District of Hulu Selangor amounting to RM2,182,625.

c) Interest waiver received from Danaharta Managers (Malaysia) Sdn Bhd amounting to RM1,447,810 for early settlement on the loan amount.

There were no changes in estimates in prior financial years that have a material effect in the current interim period.

Review of Performance


Group revenue of RM17.3 million for the quarter ended 29th Feb 2004 reflected a decrease of 8.5% over the RM18.9 million registered in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. Similarly, the Group recorded a profit after taxation of RM2,036,000 as compared to preceding year corresponding quarter loss of RM350,000.

Comparisons with Preceding Quarter’s Results


The turnover of RM17.3 million for the quarter ended 29th Feb 2004 reflected an increase of 17.7% over the RM14.7 million registered in the preceding quarter. The Group recorded a profit after taxation of RM2,036,000 compared to preceding quarter loss of RM1,824,000.

Current Year Prospects


The Board of Directors opined that the performance for the next quarter would be affected by the softer demand of our products arising from the slowdown in the construction industry particularly infrastructural projects.

On 20 April 2004, MIMB on behalf of the Board of Cepco, announced that Cepco determined the minimum subscription level of 10,150,000 Rights Shares on the Proposed Rights Issue to enlarge the issued and paid up capital of Cepco to RM 40,000,000 after taking into consideration the objective of the Company to meet the minimum issued and paid up share capital of RM 40,000,000 as required by the Securities Commission for companies listed on Second Board of Bursa Malaysia.

Financial Instruments
There were no material instruments with off balance sheet risk that were issued by the Group as at the date of issue of this report.

23.
Material Litigation
a) The High Court suit by Industrial Concrete Products Berhad (ICP) claim against the Company for breach of contract and specific performance of the Management Agreement dated 5th June 1996 is dismissed with cost, and the Company’s counter claim against ICP for trespass and constructive trusteeship was disallowed except for damages in respect of goods taken to be assessed; which are assessed by consent at RM11.5 million together with interest at 3.5% per annum from January, 1997 to March, 2001 and thereafter interest at 8% per annum. The judgement sum is held jointly by solicitors as a condition of stay pending hearing of the appeal by ICP. The Company has appealed against part of the decision.

b) 
The High Court of Malaya in the case between HSBC Bank Malaysia Berhad against Fairly Toraya Sdn. Bhd. and Concrete Engineering Products Berhad has inter alia allowed the Plaintiff’s application for judgment against both Defendants for a sum of approximately RM4 million. The Company has appealed and stay of execution has been granted pending the outcome of the appeal. The High Court has fixed 25 August 2004 for the hearing of the appeal.

The Board of Directors has not recommended any dividend for the financial year.

Earnings/(Losses) per share
