Group revenue of RM 18.3 million for the quarter ended 28th Feb 2006 reflected a decrease of 17.6 % over the RM22.2 million registered in the preceding year’s corresponding quarter. This quarter the Group recorded a profit after taxation of RM 0.649 million as compared to preceding year corresponding quarter profit after taxation of RM3.858 million.

Comparisons with Preceding Quarter’s Results


The turnover of RM18.3 million for the quarter ended 28th Feb 2006 reflected an increase of 13.7% over the RM16.1 million registered in the preceding quarter. The Group recorded a profit after taxation of RM 0.649 million compared to preceding quarter loss of RM 8.117 million.

Current Year Prospects


The Board of Directors is optimistic that poles will continue its upwards contribution towards the total profitability of the Group in view of the marketing strategy being put in place to capture East Malaysia market. Under the Ninth Malaysian Plan, the construction industry is expected to grow on average at 3.5% per annum, stemming the contraction faced in the past 2 years. The Board is confident that the smooth and successful implementation of the Ninth Malaysian Plan will augur well towards the prospects of the Company.
