EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO THE LISTING REQUIREMENTS OF BURSA MALAYSIA SECURITIES BERHAD

1.
REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE FOR CURRENT QUARTER AND FINANCIAL YEAR TO DATE

The Group recorded revenue of RM 12.49 million and a profit before tax of RM 1.30 million for the current quarter as compared to a revenue of RM12.19 million and a profit before tax of RM 667,000 achieved in the corresponding quarter last year. 

There is an increase in revenue of RM 297,000(2%) for the individual quarter under review as compared to the same period in the preceding year. This is due to the increase in revenue from the apparel division. 

The increase in profit before tax for the individual quarter under review as compared to the same period in the preceding year is due to the increase in operating income in the current quarter. 

The Group recorded revenue of RM 22.4 million and a profit before tax of RM417,000 for the financial period ended 30 September 2004 as compared to a revenue of RM22.4 million and a profit before tax of RM 645,000 achieved in the corresponding period last year. 


There is no change in the revenue for the cumulative quarter under review as compared to the same period in the preceding year. The reduction in profit before tax for the cumulative quarter under review as compared to the same period in the preceding year is due to the increase in operating expenses and reduction in gross profit margin.
2.
MATERIAL CHANGE IN THE PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION FOR THE REPORTED QUARTER AS COMPARED TO THE IMMEDIATE PRECEDING QUARTER.    

The Group made a profit before taxation of RM 1.30 million during the second quarter ended 30 September 2004 as compared to a loss before taxation of RM 0.9 million during the immediate preceding quarter. The increase in the current quarter’s profit before tax as compared to the preceding quarter was mainly due to the gain on disposal of fixed assets(see note 8).

3.
CURRENT YEAR PROSPECTS 

The Directors anticipate that the Group will continue to face a challenging trading environment. To address this, the Group will focus on strengthening its market share through the introduction of new product lines, enhancing its existing products and also cost control measures to mitigate the effects of rising costs.

The effective tax rate for the current year quarter and current year to date is higher than the statutory tax rate. This is mainly due to the non-availability of group relief for losses incurred by certain subsidiaries and certain expenses which are disallowed for tax purposes.

STATUS OF CORPORATE PROPOSALS

a)
On 26 March 2004, the Company announced that it had entered into a Sale and Purchase Agreement with Prestige Preference Sdn Bhd on even date for the disposal of a property known as No. 1 Jalan 8/91, Taman Shamelin Perkasa, Cheras, 56100 Kuala Lumpur for a total cash consideration of RM3,650,000 (“Disposal”). The disposal was completed on 24 August 2004 and resulted in a gain on disposal of RM 1,425,000.


The cash proceeds from the Disposal was utilized for the partial redemption of the 8% Redeemable Bonds with Nominal value of RM42,768,000 and the payment of bond coupon.

b)
On 4 August 2004, the Company announced that the Company had on even date acquired from its wholly-owned subsidiary, Kajang Heights Sdn Bhd, 100,000 ordinary shares of RM 1.00 each in the capital of Kajang Heights Property Management Sdn Bhd (KHPM) representing the entire issued and paid-up share capital of KHPM for a consideration of RM352,590.00. By virtue of the above mentioned acquisition, KHPM has become a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company.

c) On 13 September 2004, the Company made an announcement that the Company’s wholly-owned subsidiaries, Kajang Heights Sdn Bhd, Kenyal Sdn Bhd, Sapphire Homestead Sdn Bhd and Standpoint Ventures Sdn Bhd (First Party) had on 10 September 2004 terminated the Joint Venture Agreement(JVA) dated 8 August 1999 with Naga Sakti Sdn Bhd (Naga), a wholly owned subsidiary of Antah Holdings Berhad (Antah) and all other relevant agreements and/or arrangements entered into in relation to  the JVA (“the termination”).

d) Naga and Antah disputed the Termination. The First Party then commenced a legal suit against Naga and Antah (“Suit”) to enforce the Termination. The first Party, Naga and Antah had on 8 November 2004 entered into a Settlement Agreement for the purpose of settling the Suit and all other disputes arising between the First Party and Naga.

The salient terms of the Settlement Agreement are as set out in the Company’s announcement dated 9 November 2004.

CHANGES IN MATERIAL LITIGATION
Kajang Heights Sdn Bhd (KHSB), a subsidiary of the Company had instituted legal proceedings as Plaintiff against several landowners under the Kajang Heights Project in Mukim Kajang, Daerah Hulu Langat, Selangor for the specific performance of two (2) joint-venture agreements (JVA) dated 12 July 1991 and 19 October 1992. The legal proceedings were instituted due to the landowners’ failure to comply to the terms of the joint-venture agreement involving the development of Kajang Heights Project. 

As at the date of the announcement, no hearing dates have been fixed but based on legal advise the Directors are reasonably confident of a favorable outcome on the cases mentioned above.
