1.
Accounting Policies


The quarterly financial statements have been prepared based on accounting policies and methods of computation consistent with those adopted in the most recent annual financial statements.

2.

There were no exceptional items for the current financial year-to-date.

There were no changes in the composition of the Group during the current financial year-to-date.

8.
Status of Corporate Proposals


Commerce International Merchant Bankers Berhad had on 21 September 2001 announced a Proposed Restructuring Scheme on behalf of the Company.  This proposed Restructuring Scheme was subsequently suspended on the appointment of Special Administrators (“SA”) by Pengurusan Danaharta Nasional Berhad (“Danaharta”) on 11 October 2001.   On  behalf  of  the  Company,  the SA had on 9 November 2001 received five (5) workout proposals involving the acquisition of certain assets of Company, including its listed status and have subsequently made the requisite recommendations to Danaharta.  However, the SA were unable to successfully conclude negotiations with the favoured party.  Consequently, the SA notified the four (4) interested parties that had previously submitted their proposal to re-submit a new proposal for the acquisition of certain assets, including the listing status of the Company.

The SA had on 5 February 2002 received the four (4) proposals and the company had on 5 March 2002 entered into a conditional Principal Agreement with Crest Builders Sdn. Bhd. (“CBSB”) and the shareholders of CBSB, namely Yong Soon Chow (“YSC”), Koh Hua Lan, Pertiwi Positif Sdn. Bhd., Takrif Jaya Sdn. Bhd. and Capai Hasil Sdn. Bhd. for  the purpose of implementing a restructuring scheme for MGR and its subsidiaries.  (“Proposed Restructuring Scheme”).

On 16 May 2002, the parties to the Principal Agreement have entered into a supplementary agreement to vary certain terms and conditions of the Principal Agreement, including the scheme as announced on 5 March 2002.

An appropriate announcement on the final terms and the financial effects of the Proposed Restructuring Scheme will be made after the approval of Danaharta and secured creditors of MGR (if applicable) on the workout proposal prepared by the SA.

11.
Contingent Liability


There has been no change in the Contingent Liabilities of the Group which comprise of disputed claim by supplier of RM80,000 since the last annual balance sheet date.

Material Litigation


On 21 December 2001, the lawyer for the banker of a subsidiary company issued a notice of demand to the subsidiary company for full settlement of the outstanding banking facility of RM3,657,499 as at 30 November 2001.  On 21 January 2002, the subsidiary company has issued a letter to seek the indulgence of the bank to grant the subsidiary company time to come up with a work out plan to regularize the outstanding banking facility.  On 5 February 2002, the bank requested for details of the request by 9 February 2002.  On 25 February 2002, the subsidiary replied to the bank indicating that they will revert with the details once the direction of the Group is made known through the proposal by the Special Administrators.
14.
Segment Reporting


No segment analysis is prepared as the Group is primarily engaged in the manufacturing, marketing and trading of timber and timber related products in Malaysia.

15.
Materials changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

The loss before tax for the current quarter of RM7.346 million was higher than the loss before tax of RM7.081 million in the preceding quarter.


This was mainly due to lower service income and sundry income in the current quarter.

16.
Review of Performance

For the quarter and the financial year-to-date under review, the Group operating loss before interest, depreciation and exceptional items is RM0.386 million and RM0.326 million respectively. After interest and depreciation, the Group incurred a loss before tax of RM7.346 million and RM14.427 million respectively.  These Pre-Tax losses are substantially lower than the preceding year corresponding quarter and financial year-to-date losses of RM11.776 million and RM21.531 million respectively. 


The losses before taxation for the current quarter and financial year-to-date were lower mainly due to the cessation of operations for all the subsidiaries and the contracting out of moulding and kiln-dried services to outside contractors.  There were also no bad debts provision as compared to RM797,000 in the preceding financial year-to-date.

Material Events subsequent to the end of the period reported

There are no material events subsequent to the end of the period reported.
18.
Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The business operations of the Group were not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors for the current quarter.

19.
Prospects for the Current Financial Year


The prospects for the Company and the Group for the current financial year depend on the workout proposal  prepared  by  the  Special  Administrators.
