	The Group’s revenue for the third quarter was RM64.1 million, mainly derived from construction activities with the profit before tax of RM2.8 million and profit after tax of RM1.7 million.

	COMPARISON WITH IMMEDIATE PRECEDING QUARTER’S RESULTS

	
	The Group reported revenue of RM64.1 million in the third quarter which represents a decrease of RM11.4 million over the immediate preceding quarter of RM75.5 million. Profit before tax of RM2.8 million was RM5.2 million lower compared to immediate preceding quarter’s results of RM8.0 million.  
The Group registered a lower turnover compared to the previous quarter due to the slowdown in construction activities during the reporting period. In addition, the Group also registered a lower profit for the current quarter which was mainly due to the escalation of raw material prices that affect the profit margin of certain ongoing projects. Higher interest cost is also incurred in respect of the Group’s borrowings.
