14. Review of performance 

YTD Group revenue grew by 13% to RM38.6 million compared to RM34.2 million for the corresponding period last year as a result of the higher contracts secured by the Renovation and Fit-out Division. For the quarter under review, the Group EBIT was RM0.3 million compared to a loss of RM1.9 million for the same quarter last year due mainly to the RM2.0 million stock obsolescence provision made last year. EBIT for the year increased by 2016% from RM0.17 million to RM3.68 million on the back of higher revenue and better margin yields. After accounting for interest charge of RM8.7 million, the Group registered a pre-tax loss of RM6.6 million for the year which is 38% lower than the RM10.6 million pre-tax loss reported last year. 

15. Comment on material changes in profit before tax for the quarter compared to the preceding quarter. 

Pre-tax loss for the current quarter was 107% higher than the preceding quarter due to the write back in value of quoted investments amounting to RM1.0 million in the preceding quarter compared to a write down of RM0.4 million in the current quarter. 

16. Current year prospects. 

Based on the contracts secured to-date, the Board is cautiously confident that revenue growth in 2005 will better that achieved in 2004. The prospects for 2005 will also be dependent on the economic growth in the country and the Asia Pacific region especially in the light of China’s attempts to reign in its economic growth. The successful and timely completion of the proposed debt restructuring exercise will also have significant bearing on the current year’s financial results due to the substantial saving in interest costs arising therefrom.

The Securities Commission (“SC”) had rejected the Company’s Proposed Fund Raising and Debt Restructuring Scheme on 23 January 2002 and required the Company to submit a revised proposal to turnaround the cash balance deficit in a shorter time. The Company has, through its financial advisor, Aseambankers Malaysia Bhd submitted the revised proposals to the SC and other relevant authorities on 25 June 2004. As at 28 February 2005 approval for the proposal has been received from MITI only.

24. Changes in material litigation  

The Company’s subsidiary company, Federal Furniture (M) Sdn Bhd (“FFM”), had on 16 January 2003 received a writ of summons from Lembaga Hasil dalam Negeri (“LHDN”) for alleged non-payment of income taxes, additional income taxes and tax penalties for years of assessment 1992 to 1996 amounting to RM1,496,494.04. On 27 October 2004, FFM had entered into consent judgment with LHDN for the said sum. However with the agreement of LHDN, FFM’s liability shall be reduced to RM399,133.37. 
25. Dividend declared

No interim dividend has been declared for the period under review.

26. Basic/diluted loss per share.

The basic loss per share has been calculated based on the Group’s loss after taxation and minority interests of RM6,846,000 and the number of shares in issue during the year of 27,681,500 

The fully diluted loss per share is the same as the basic loss per share as the assumed conversion of the outstanding warrants would be anti-dilutive.

27.  Compliance with Bursa Malaysia’s minimum share capital requirements

The requirement to meet Bursa Malaysia’s minimum share capital of RM40 million for Second Board is being addressed in the Company’s Proposed Debt Restructuring Exercise. Bursa Malaysia has given extension of time until 30 April 2005 to all listed issuers to comply with the Minimum Capital Requirements.
