1. Basis of preparation

14. Review of Performance

Group turnover increased by 49% to RM9.1 million from RM6.1 million in the previous year underpinned by strong export sales from the manufacturing division and completion of projects from Kitchen project operation. Interior fit-out operation however registered a 46% drop in projects completed. PBT for the quarter showed much marked improvement to RM0.2m compared a loss of RM1.2m for the same period a year ago due to the higher turnover and better margin from kitchen project and trading operations. 
15. Comparison with Preceding Quarter 

Pre-tax profit fell to RM0.2 million from RM2.0 m in the preceding quarter due mainly to the 62% lower turnover and lower margin and an one-off supply contract in the preceding quarter. 

16. Current Year Prospects. 

The Manufacturing & Export division expects the recovery in export to the Asia Pacific region seen in 2010 to continue into 2011 while export to the US market will hinge on the outcome of ongoing negotiations with key customers there. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the division is confident of improving on last year’s performance although the appreciation of the Ringgit will dilute margin yields. The Kitchen Project operations however will see lower turnover on the basis projects in hand and projects available in the market. The prospect for the Interior Fit-out Operation will continue to be challenging due to the stiff competition in the industry.
