REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE 


The Group’s revenue for the current quarter and financial period ended 30 September 2006 reported an increase by RM7.9 million to RM126.0 million and by RM28.5 million to RM373.1 million respectively as compared to the same corresponding period in 2005. The increase was mainly due to higher gross premium underwritten.


However, the Group’s profit before tax for the current quarter and financial period ended 30 September 2006 decreased by RM4.7 million to RM20.0 million and by RM4.3 million to RM75.2 million respectively as compared to the same corresponding period in 2005.  The decrease was mainly due to higher investment income received in the previous corresponding period notwithstanding the higher underwriting profit achieved during this financial period.

MATERIAL CHANGES IN THE PROFIT BEFORE TAX FOR THE QUARTER REPORTED ON WITH THE IMMEDIATE PRECEDING QUARTER 

For the third quarter ended 30 September 2006, the Group recorded profit before tax of RM19.7 million as compared to RM21.6 million in the preceding quarter ended 30 June 2006. The marginal decrease in the profit before tax for the said quarter was mainly due to higher underwriting profit achieved in the preceding quarter.
