An amount of RM1,000,000 has been advanced as at balance sheet date and included under Other Debtors in the Balance Sheet.

The group recorded a cumulative loss before income tax and minority interest of RM1,261,000 for the first quarter ended 28 February 2003 and the financial year-to-date..  This is mainly due to the high interest cost, depressed selling prices, and lower sales volume achieved for timber and property sectors.

The material changes in this quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter is mainly due to lower margin and lower demand.
