By an agreement with the minority shareholder of Wangi KMB Bhd, the Company has given a guarantee that arising from the development project undertaken by that subsidiary company, pre-tax profit accruing to the minority shareholder of at least RM10 million will be generated, of which none has crystallized as at 9 January 2004.  An amount of RM1,000,000 has been advanced as at balance sheet date and included under Other Debtors in the Balance Sheet.

(c) proposed private placement of new Placement Shares in SKW representing up to 10% of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company.
