Contingent liabilities and contingent assets
As at the date of issue of this quarterly report, there were no contingent liabilities and contingent assets that had arisen since the last annual balance sheet date other than Corporate guarantee issued by the Company to financial institutions for credit facilities utilised by subsidiaries amounting to RM 6.9 million as at 21 July 2005 (the latest practicable date which is not earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report).

By an agreement with the minority shareholder of Wangi KMB Bhd, the Company has given a guarantee that arising from the development project undertaken by that subsidiary company, pre-tax profit accruing to the minority shareholder of at least RM10 million will be generated, of which none has crystallized as at 21 July 2005.  An amount of RM1,000,000 has been advanced as at balance sheet date and included under Other Receivable in the Balance Sheet.

B1
Review of performance

The Group recorded a slight increase in loss before taxation of RM 519,000 for the current quarter as compared to the loss before taxation of RM 364,000 for the preceding year corresponding quarter under review.  This was primarily due to the Group’s lower turnover as a result of slow down in construction sector.


Despite recording a lower turnover of RM 12.5 million for the current period to date as compared to RM 13.5 million for the preceding year corresponding period to date, the Group registered a lower loss before taxation of RM 1.3 million for the current period to date as compared to the loss before taxation of RM 1.6 million for the preceding year corresponding period to date.  The improved result was mainly due to some cost saving measures within the Group.

Material change in loss before taxation for the current quarter compared to the immediate preceding quarter

The Group posted a loss before taxation of RM 519,000 for the current quarter reported as compared to a loss before taxation of RM 801,000 in the immediate preceding quarter under review.  The improved pre-tax loss was primarily attributable to the continuing cost saving measures within the Group.

Prospects

The present economic conditions with sustainable growth, recovery in the property market, strong demand for timber based products in the overseas market and the impending completion of the corporate exercise as enumerated in Note B8 of this report will bring some impetus to the Group in the form of improved financial results for the forthcoming financial year.

The Securities Commission (“SC”) had on 5 April 2004 approved the following Corporate Exercises:-

(a) proposed renounceable two-call rights issue of up to 26,012,281 Rights Shares in SKW together with up to 13,006,140 new free detachable Warrants at an indicative issue price of RM1.00 per Rights Share, of which the indicative first call of RM0.70 per Rights Share shall be payable in cash upon acceptance, whilst the indicative second call of RM0.30 per Rights Share shall be capitalised from the Company’s revaluation reserve and/or share premium accounts, on the basis of two (2) Rights Shares with one (1) free Warrant for every two (2) existing ordinary shares held;

(b) proposed issuance of 10,000,000 new SKW Shares at an issue price to be determined later, as part settlement of the indebtedness owing by SKW to a financial institution; and

(c) proposed private placement of new Placement Shares in SKW representing up to 10% of the issued and paid-up share capital of the Company.

(Collectively referred to as the “Corporate Exercises”)

The Company had vide an Extraordinary General Meeting held on 27 August 2004 obtained the approval from the shareholders for the implementation of the above Corporate Exercises.

On 28 September 2004, the PM Securities Sdn. Bhd. (“Adviser”), on behalf of the Company announced that the SC had vide its letter dated 27 September 2004, approved the Company’s application for an extension of an additional six (6) months up to 4 April 2005, to complete the Corporate Exercises.

On 25 March 2005, the SC further approved a final six (6) months up to 4 October 2005 for the Company to complete the Corporate Exercises.

On 26 May 2005, the Company entered into a loan restructuring agreement with RHB Bank Berhad.
