Review of Performance 

For the financial period ended 30 September 2003, the Group has achieved a turnover of RM252.924 million as compared to RM133.892 million for preceding year, representing an increase of 89%.  This was largely due to a number of projects operating at full swing during the financial period under review.

However, pre-tax profit has increased by RM8.259 million for the financial period ended 30 September 2003, compared to RM6.744 million for the preceding year, representing a proportionately smaller increase of 22%.  This is mainly due to pre-tax losses of RM4.368 million recorded by Ireka Hotels Sdn Bhd, which are attributable to pre-opening expenses incurred by and the operating losses of The Westin Kuala Lumpur during the quarter under review.

Material Change in Profit Before Taxation For The Current Quarter Compared to The Immediate Preceding Quarter 


The Group has recorded a marginally higher turnover of RM129.026 million and pre-tax profit of RM0.427 million in the second quarter of financial year ending 31 March 2004, compared with a turnover of RM123.898 million and a pre-tax profit of RM7.845 million in the preceding quarter.

Pre-tax profit has decreased substantially mainly due to pre-opening expenses and operating losses recorded by The Westin Kuala Lumpur and a generally lower profit margin achieved by the construction division during the quarter under review.

15 Prospects 

The volume of construction works continues to pick up in the current financial year.  Based on existing works on hand and the new contracts secured, the Board expects the construction earnings to remain satisfactory for the current financial year.  

On the property development front, the commendable sales generated by i-Zen @ Kiara II condominium project in Mont Kiara and Phase I of Luyang Perdana landed residential project in Kota Kinabalu, Sabah will contribute positively to the results of the Group in the current financial year. In addition to these two projects, the Group has also launched Phase II of Luyang Perdana in Septmeber 2003.  Two more projects, being the 43 units of courtyard villas and a block of serviced residence in Mont Kiara, are also planned for launching during the current financial year.  All these new projects are situated in areas of good demand and hence are expected to bring in good earnings for the Group over the next two years.  


The Westin Kuala Lumpur was soft-opened on 6 September 2003.  Performance since the opening in terms of occupancy and average room rates has been encouraging and above expectation.  We expect the operation to continue to improve into the next year when the hotel is targeted to be fully opened.
