14. Review of Performance of the Group

For the current period under review, the Group recorded revenue and pre-tax profit of RM472.8 million and RM65.5 million respectively, representing decline of 21.4% Y.o.Y in revenue and growth of 84.4% Y.o.Y in pre-tax profit respectively. 

The decrease in revenue was attributed to lower billings recorded by its Engineering and Construction Division. The increase in pre-tax profit was attributed to positive contributions from its Expressway Division and turnaround at its Engineering and Construction Division. 
15. Variation of Results Against Preceding Quarter

In the current quarter, the Group recorded an increase in revenue of 11.1% to RM248.8 million and increase in pre-tax profit of 21.0% to RM35.9 million as compared to preceding quarter. 
The increase in revenue was mainly attributed to the improved contribution across the board, namely Property Development Division, Expressway Division and Trading and Services Division.  The increase in pre-tax profit was mainly attributed to favourable earnings from its Expressway Division and turnaround at its Engineering and Construction Division. 

16. Current Year Prospects

Prospects in the near term remained challenging despite some initial signs of stability emerging since the economy hit bottom in second quarter of the year.  The Group expects its balance sheet to strengthen further from its proposed assets divestiture exercise announced recently.  The Group is focusing its effort and resources to complete the construction of the South Luzon Expressway project.  Baring unforeseen events, the Group expects its performance in current year to improve further.
17. Profit Forecast or Profit Guarantee

The disclosure requirements for explanatory notes for the variance of actual profit after tax and minority interest and forecast profit after tax and minority interest and for the shortfall in profit guarantee are not applicable.

23. Material Litigation

(a) Winding-up Proceedings Against Rocon-Ortego Sdn Bhd (“ROSB”)

MTD Project Management Services Sdn Bhd (formerly known as Rocon Equipment Sdn Bhd)(“MTD PMS”), the Company’s wholly-owned subsidiary, had presented a winding-up petition against ROSB, a joint venture company between MTD PMS and Ortego (Malaysia) Sdn Bhd.  The petition was served on ROSB on 31 March 2006 claiming a sum of RM2 million being part of the advances made by MTD PMS to ROSB.  The petition was heard on 4 July 2006 by the Shah Alam High Court and the Court had ordered ROSB to be wound-up.  Robert Teo of RSM Nelson Wheeler Teo Corporate Advisory Services Sdn Bhd had been appointed as the liquidator.

24.    Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

There were no off balance sheet financial instruments as at the date of this report.

25. Dividend Payable

The shareholders of the Company had on 29 September 2009 in the Sixteenth Annual General Meeting approved the payment of a final dividend of 5.0 sen per share less 25% income tax for the financial year ended 31 March 2009.  The dividend was paid on 30 October 2009.
