(i) Valuations

The valuation of land, buildings and plantations of the Group were brought forward without amendment from the previous annual financial statements. The land, buildings and plantations of the Group were valued by the Directors in 1993 and 1998 based on professional appraisals by independent valuers using open market values on an existing use basis. 
(j) Material events subsequent to the end of the reporting period

There were no material events subsequent to the end of the reporting period.

(k) Changes in composition of the Group

There were no changes in the composition of the Group for the quarter 30th June 2004, including business combinations, acquisition or disposal of subsidiaries and long-term investments, restructurings and discontinuing operations.

(l) Changes in contingent liabilities or contingent assets

There were no changes in contingent liabilities or contingent assets since the last annual balance sheet as at 31 December 2003, except for a letter of negative pledge over the assets executed by the Company with the principal bankers and a corporate guarantee amounting to RM47,750,000 given by the Company to banks for banking facilities granted to certain subsidiaries. 

The private debt securities was secured by legal charges over the plantation lands of certain subsidiaries, assignment of Renewable Energy Purchase Agreement, biomass power plant and palm oil mill insurances and guarantees and charge over accounts.

1. Review of the performance of the Company and its principal subsidiaries

The Group’s turnover for the quarter at RM115.304 million is higher compared to RM102.376 million for the preceding year corresponding quarter. Profit before tax for the quarter at RM14.975 million is 49.53% higher than RM10.015 million for the preceding year corresponding quarter. All business segments contributed to the improved profitability of the Group. 

The palm bio-integration segment contributed higher turnover and profit compared to the preceding year corresponding quarter due to higher palm product prices and higher crop of FFB from own estates.

The wood products segment recorded higher turnover and profit due to higher volume and profit margin improvement. 

The cocoa manufacturing and marketing business registered higher turnover and profit. Volume improved as more beans and cocoa residues are sourced by the Group’s 70% owned Indonesia subsidiary.

The Group’s turnover for the six months ended 30th June 2004 at RM221.545 million is higher than turnover of RM178.476 million for the preceding year corresponding period. The improvement is due to higher sales from the palm bio-integration segment, the wood manufacturing segment and the cocoa segment. As a result of the higher sales and profit margin, profit before tax for the six months increased to RM27.017 million, an increase of 36.4% compared to RM19.803 million for the preceding year corresponding period.

2. Material changes in the profit before taxation for the quarter reported on as  compared with the immediate preceding quarter

Compared to the immediate preceding quarter, palm bio-integration segment contributed to higher turnover due to higher crop processed and higher FFB from own estates as oil palm crop is seasonally higher during the quarter under review. With favourable prices and margin profit was also higher than the immediate preceding quarter.

Sales of Ekowood Engineered Solid Wood Flooring continued to improve compared to the immediate preceding quarter resulting in higher turnover and profit for the wood segment.

The cocoa segment recorded higher profit compared to the immediate preceding quarter due to improved profit margin.

3. Commentary on the prospects

The Board of Directors views prospect for the year 2004 financial year with guarded optimism. 

Despite an expected general trend of lower FFB yield in Sabah due to cyclical factor, forecast FFB from the Group’s estates in 2004 is expected to be higher than 2003 as more plantings reach peak maturity. 

The Group’s timber product operations should continue to improve barring an economic downturn in Europe and USA.

The cocoa segment should continue to be profitable with improved sourcing of raw material from Indonesia.

b) Proposed listing of wholly-owned subsidiary, Ekowood International Berhad

On 1 April 2004, an announcement was made by Avenue Securities Sdn Bhd on behalf of the Company on its proposal to list its wholly-owned subsidiary company, Ekowood International Berhad (formerly known as TSH Ekowood Berhad) on the Main Board of Bursa Malaysia. 

Approvals have been received by the Company from the Securities Commission (“SC”) and Ministry of International Trade and Industry on 9th August 2004 and 23rd July 2004 respectively. The SC also had in its letter dated 9th August 2004 informed that the Proposed Listing had been approved under the Foreign Investment Committee’s Guidelines for the Acquisition of interests, Mergers and Take-overs by Local and Foreign Interests. 

c) Bonus Issue, Share Split and Amendments to the Memorandum and Articles of Association

On 28 April 2004, an announcement was made by Avenue Securities Sdn Bhd on behalf of the Company on its proposal to implement the followings:- 

· Proposed Bonus Issue of up to 60,763,031 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each to be credited as fully paid-up by the Company on the basis of one (1) new ordinary share for every two (2) existing ordinary shares held in TSH on a date to be determined (“Proposed Bonus Issue”);

· Proposed Share Split of each ordinary share of RM1.00 in TSH into two (2) ordinary shares of RM0.50 each after the Proposed Bonus Issue (“Proposed Share Split”); and

· Proposed Amendments to the Memorandum and Articles of Association of TSH.

As at the date of this report, the above proposals are still pending the approval from the relevant authorities. 

On 13th August 2004, an announcement was made by Avenue Securities Sdn Bhd on behalf of the Company to convene an Extraordinary General Meeting on 4th September 2004 at 10.00 am at Mersawa & Meranti Room, LG Level, Eastin Hotel, 13, Section 16/11, Jalan Damansara, 46350 Petaling Jaya, Selangor to approve the above proposals [items (b) & (c)].

There is no change to the status of the material litigations since the last quarter as reported below except that the suit is now fixed for case management on 18th August 2004:- 

Save as disclosed below, neither the Company nor any of its subsidiaries is engaged in any material litigation either as plaintiff or defendant as at the date of this report and the Directors do not have any knowledge of any proceeding pending or threatened against the Company or its subsidiaries or of any facts likely to give rise to any proceedings which might materially affect the position of the Company and its subsidiaries:-

(i)
Ekowood International Berhad (formerly known as TSH Ekowood Berhad) (“Ekowood”) had on 19 September 1997 filed a suit via Suit No. 22-118-1997 in Ipoh High Court against Gopeng Land & Properties Sdn. Bhd. (“Gopeng”), Villa Technobuild Sdn. Bhd. (“Villa”) and Chuah Cheng Hoe (“CCH”) (practising as CH Chuah Associates) for loss and damages arising from the breach of contract and/or negligence on the part of the defendants as follows:

(a) 
breach of contract and/or negligence by Gopeng in carrying out the infilling works on a piece of land in the Gopeng Industrial Park in accordance with a Sale and Purchase Agreement dated 18 January 1995 between Ekowood and Gopeng resulting in severe damage to the factory buildings and associated external works (“Works”) located within and/or nearby the aforesaid land; 

(b) 
breach of contract by Villa of the construction contract dated 15 March 1995 in failing to construct the Works in a good or workmanlike manner or with good or proper materials and therefore the Works are not fit for its purpose and cannot be properly used as a wood product factory; and 

(c) 
breach by CCH of his contract of employment with Ekowood as consultant engineer and/or negligence in failing to exercise due professional skill and care in the performance of his services resulting in the Works containing serious and substantial defects which prevent the Works from being properly and efficiently used as a wood product factory. 

In the abovementioned suit, Ekowood claimed against Gopeng and Villa, inter alia, for damages of RM45,160,104.10 and general damages for loss of goodwill to be assessed by the Court and against CCH, inter alia, for the sum of RM16,284,872.89 being the amount paid to Villa under the construction contract, or alternatively, for damages to the sum of RM45,160,369.00 and general damages for loss of goodwill to be assessed by the Court. 

The suit is now fixed for mention on 14 June 2004.

The Board of Directors, in consultation with the lawyers, is of the opinion that the Company has a fair chance of succeeding in this suit.

(ii) 
Gopeng had on 8 November 2001 filed a suit against Ekowood via Suit No. 22-219-01 in Ipoh High Court in relation to the abovementioned Sale and Purchase Agreement dated 18 January 1995 made between Gopeng and Ekowood whereby Gopeng has agreed to sell and Ekowood has agreed to purchase the land in Gopeng Industrial Park. 

In the abovementioned suit, Gopeng claimed against Ekowood inter alia for specific performance of the Sale and Purchase Agreement in that Ekowood be ordered to pay to Gopeng the sum of RM3,434,457.04, interests thereon from 1 July 1997 or such other date deemed appropriate, or alternatively for vacant possession of the aforesaid land and damages pursuant to the Sale and Purchase Agreement, and general damages for breach of contract, and costs. 

Payment of the principal sum has been provided for in the accounts of Ekowood. 

Ekowood has filed its defence and counter-claim to the above suit. Ekowood counter-claimed against Gopeng for general damages, for special damages of RM45,160,104.10 being the cost of inter alia rectification of works damaged by the subsidence of the land and loss of profits, and also claimed for interest from date of judgment and costs. Gopeng has thereafter filed its reply and defence to the counter-claim. 

The suit is now fixed for mention on 14 June 2004 pending the trial of the suit mentioned in paragraph (i) above.

The Board of Directors, in consultation with the lawyers, is of the opinion that the Company has a fair chance of defending the claim and succeeding in the counter-claim.
