NOTES TO THE CONDENSED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1. Basis of Preparation
The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with the revised Financial Reporting Standard (FRS) 134: “Interim Financial Reporting” issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB) effective for the financial periods beginning on or after 1 July 2007 and Paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities (“Bursa Securities”). The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial report of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2007.

8.  Material Events Subsequent to the Balance Sheet Date

There were no material subsequent events as at 23 May 2008 (being the latest practicable date which is no earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report) that will affect the financial results of the Group for the financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date. 

9. Changes in Composition of the Group
On 25 April 2008, the Company acquired the entire issued and paid-up capital of a newly incorporated and dormant company, Sri Dondang Restaurant Sdn Bhd (“SDR”) for a total cash consideration of RM2.00. SDR is expected to participate in the tourism industry by providing tourism-related services and compliment the Group’s existing businesses in the same industry.

There were no other changes in the composition of the Group during the financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date.

10. Contingent Assets or Liabilities

There were no contingent assets or liabilities as at 23 May 2008 (being the latest practicable date which is no earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report) that will affect the financial results of the Group for the financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date.

11. Additional Information Pursuant to Appendix 9B of the Listing Requirements of  Bursa Securities 
11.1 Review of Performance

The Group’s revenue for the financial quarter ended 31 March 2008 declined by approximately 67.9% as compared to that in the preceding year corresponding quarter. The significant drop in revenue was mainly attributable to the lower sales recorded for both sawn timber and timber logs in the current quarter as a result of the adverse market conditions. The Group’s revenue for this 1st quarter of FY2008 stood at approximately RM17.29 million with revenue derived from the timber related business activities contributing approximately 71.59% and the tour and ticketing business activities contributing approximately 25.57% of the total revenue for the period.

11.2 Variance of Results Against Immediate Preceding Quarter

The Group recorded a pre-tax loss of approximately RM4.56 Million in the 1st quarter of FY2007 as compared to the pre-tax profit of approximately RM0.19 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter. The decline in contribution margins from sale of timber logs coupled with the drop in sales of sawn timber were the main attributes to this unfavourable results.  

11.3 Prospects for the Current Financial Year

The Directors are of the view that the timber and timber-related products market will continue to be challenging due to competitive pressures and escalating material and operating costs. The Group expects to move more aggressively into the tourism industry related business activities and take full advantage of its growth potentials and better earnings opportunities in support the Group’s efforts to improve on its financial performance.
11.4 Profit Forecast

The Company did not issue any profit forecast or guarantee during the financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date.

11.11 Material Litigations

The material litigations of the Group pending as at the date of this quarterly report are as follows:-

i) On 10 November 2001, EMCC filed a civil suit against Kuala Yakin Sdn Bhd for a sum of RM4,197,916.68 being debt due for purchases of buses. A consent judgement for a settlement sum of 10 % of the debt to be payable in installments over a period of five years was recorded on 5 August 2004. Debtor commenced repayment by way of installments effective July 2005. To date an amount of RM105,600 has been collected. 

ii) On 10 November 2001, EMCC filed a civil suit against Syarikat Kenderaan Bukit Gantang Bhd for a sum of RM4,671,000 being debt due for purchases of buses. A consent judgement for a settlement sum of 10 % of the debt to be payable in installments over a period of five years was recorded on 5 August 2004. Debtor commenced repayment by way of installments effective July 2005. To date an amount of RM118,400 has been collected. 

11.12 Proposed Dividends

No dividend has been declared or proposed since the end of the previous financial year.

11.13 Loss Per Share 

The basic loss per share of the Group is calculated by dividing the net loss attributable to equity holders of the parent with the number of shares in issue during the reporting period, excluding Treasury Shares held by the Company.
