9.  Material Events Subsequent to the Balance Sheet Date

There were no material subsequent events as at 13 February 2009 (being the latest practicable date which is no earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report) that will affect the financial results of the Group for the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date. 

10. Changes in Composition of the Group
On 25 April 2008, the Company acquired the entire issued and paid-up capital of a newly incorporated and dormant company, Sri Dondang Restaurant Sdn Bhd (“SDR”) for a total cash consideration of RM2.00. SDR commenced operations of its restaurant business on 1 July 2008 and is expected to compliment the Group’s existing businesses in the tourism industry.

On 19 September 2008, a wholly owned subsidiary company, EMC Marketing Sdn Bhd disposed its entire holdings of 312,500 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each or 62.50% of equity interest in EMC Engineering Services Sdn Bhd (“EMCE”) for a total cash consideration of RM171,875. As a result of this disposal, EMCE ceased to be a subsidiary company.

There were no other changes in the composition of the Group during the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date.

11. Contingent Assets or Liabilities

There were no contingent assets or liabilities as at 13 February 2009 (being the latest practicable date which is no earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report) that will affect the financial results of the Group for the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date.

12. Additional Information Pursuant to Appendix 9B of the Listing Requirements of  Bursa Securities 
12.1 Group Performance Review
The Group’s revenue for the financial quarter ended 31 December 2008 rose significantly to RM71.09 million as compared to the RM48.22 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding quarter. The improved revenue for the current financial quarter was driven by the significant increase in the sales volume of timber logs, attributed mainly by the higher volume of logs received from the log suppliers. 
The Group’s revenue for the financial year ended 31 December 2008 declined to RM139.05 million as compared to RM244.16 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding period mainly due to adverse market conditions. Revenue derived from the timber segment continues to be the main contributor to the Group’s revenue for the current financial year contributing approximately 81.4% followed by the tourism services segment contributing approximately 17.1%. Accordingly loss after tax increased to RM17.4 million from the RM7.7 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding period.
12.2 Comparison with Immediate Preceding Quarter Results
The Group’s pre-tax loss of approximately RM5.48 million in the 4th quarter of FY2008 was higher as compared to the pre-tax loss of approximately RM3.44 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter. The higher loss was mainly due the write-down on inventories as a result of the continuous decline in the realisable values following the sluggish market conditions. 

12.3 Prospects for the Next Financial Year

The Directors are of the view that the current global financial crisis and economic turmoil will continue to pose new challenges to all the Group’s businesses in the next financial year. The Group will continue in its efforts to rationalise and consolidate the Group’s businesses and optimise all available resources. 
12.4 Profit Forecast

The Company did not issue any profit forecast or guarantee during the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date.

12.5 Taxation

There is no tax charge for the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date principally due to losses incurred by the subsidiaries.

12.6 Sale of Unquoted Investments and/or Properties

There were no sales of unquoted investments or other properties during the current financial period under review and the financial year-to-date.

12.7 Purchases or Disposal of Quoted Securities 

a) There were no purchases or disposals of quoted securities during the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date;

b) There were no investments in quoted securities as at the end of the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date.

12.8 Corporate Proposals

There were no new corporate proposals announced but not completed as at 13 February 2009 (being the latest practicable date which is no earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report) that will affect the financial results for the current  financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date. 

12.9 Group Borrowings

There were no secured or unsecured borrowings outstanding as at the end of the current financial quarter under review and the financial year-to-date. 

12.10 Off  Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

There were no financial instruments with off balance sheet risk as at 13 February 2009 (being the latest practicable date which is no earlier than 7 days from the date of issue of this quarterly report).

12.11 Material Litigations

The material litigations of the Group pending as at the date of this quarterly report are as follows:-

i) On 10 November 2001, EMCC filed a civil suit against Kuala Yakin Sdn Bhd for a sum of RM4,197,916.68 being debt due for purchases of buses. A consent judgement for a settlement sum of 10 % of the debt to be payable in installments over a period of five years was recorded on 5 August 2004. Debtor commenced repayment by way of installments effective July 2005. To date an amount of RM105,600 has been collected. 

ii) On 10 November 2001, EMCC filed a civil suit against Syarikat Kenderaan Bukit Gantang Bhd for a sum of RM4,671,000 being debt due for purchases of buses. A consent judgement for a settlement sum of 10 % of the debt to be payable in installments over a period of five years was recorded on 5 August 2004. Debtor commenced repayment by way of installments effective July 2005. To date an amount of RM118,400 has been collected. 

12.12 Proposed Dividends

No dividend has been declared or proposed since the end of the previous financial year.

12.13 Loss Per Share 

The basic loss per share of the Group is calculated by dividing the net loss attributable to equity holders of the Company with the number of shares in issue during the reporting period, excluding Treasury Shares held by the Company.
