The total contribution of the total assets, total liabilities, revenue and profit after taxation of this subsidiary Company to the Group were RM56,102,116, RM32,159,919, RM47,885,027 and RM3,596,833 respectively.”

3. Seasonal or cyclical factors

The Group managed to improve its profit margins for the third quarter results compared with the second quarter as price of raw materials had remained steady compared with increases in the first half of 2004.

4. Unusual items

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows during the financial period under review because of their nature, size or incidence.   

5. Changes in estimates

There were no changes in the estimate of amounts reported in prior quarter in the current financial year or changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior financial years that have a material effect in the current interim period.

The Group recorded revenue of RM68.134 million for the 3rd quarter to 30 Sept 2004 as compared with RM81.397 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding quarter.

Profit before tax for 3rd quarter to 30 Sept 2004 was higher at RM3.247 million compared with RM2.567 million for preceding year corresponding 3rd quarter.  

2. Variation of results against immediate preceding quarter

The Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM3.247 million for the 3rd quarter as compared to the profit of RM2.483 million recorded in the preceding quarter ended 31 June 2004.  The higher profit for the current 3rd quarter is due to improvements in profit margins of trading in building as materials costs had stabilized in 3rd quarter compared with slight increased costs in 2nd quarter.

3. Current year prospects

The Group expects raw material prices to stabilized for the rest of the year and enabling some price adjustments to be implemented to improve profit margins on our products.

Improvements in revenue and profits will depend on the strength of the building industry performance and economic performance of the country.
