Amendment to FRS 117, Leases

 Prior to the adoption of the Amendment to FRS 117, leasehold lands were treated as operating leases. The considerations paid were classified and presented as prepaid lease payments in the statement of financial position. With the adoption of Amendment to FRS 117, the classification of leasehold lands as a finance lease or an operating lease is based on the extend to which risks and rewards incident to the ownership lie. In making this judgement, the Directors  have concluded that lands with an initial lease period of 50 years or more are finance leases because the present value of the minimum lease payments is substantially equal to the fair value of the land. Accordingly, the Group has changed the classification of long leasehold lands from operating leases to finance leases in the current quarter. This change in classification has no effect to the statement of comprehensive income for the current quarter or comparative prior period.

The Group recorded revenue of RM 98.9 million for the 4th quarter to 31 Dec  2010 as compared with RM 89.5 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding quarter.

Paper milling division turnover was RM 0.9 million higher than previous year’s corresponding quarter, paper converting division turnover  was higher by RM 6.9 million compared with the  previous 2009 quarter, building materials division recorded a higher turnover of RM 3 million compared with the preceding year’s 2009  quarter and general trading divisions reported lower turnover  compared with preceding year’s quarter RM 1.4 million.
Profit before taxation for 4th quarter was RM 1.2 million compared with RM 1.9 million for the preceding year’s 2009 quarter.  Gross profit margins were generally lower than previous year’s corresponding  quarter due to increase in material prices.
2. Variation of results against immediate preceding quarter

The Group recorded a profit before taxation and interests of RM 1.2 million for the 4th quarter to 31 Dec 2010 as compared to a profit of RM 3.2 million recorded in the preceding 3rd quarter ended 30 Sept  2010 .
