1. Review of performance

The Group recorded revenue of RM169.5 million for the 2nd quarter period to 30 Jun 2016 as compared with RM117.0 million recorded in the preceding  year corresponding quarter period.

Paper milling division turnover was RM0.6 million higher than previous year corresponding quarter period, paper converting division turnover was lower by RM10.0 million compared with the previous year quarter, building materials division recorded a higher turnover of RM64.5 million compared with the preceding year quarter period and general trading divisions reported lower turnover compared with preceding year quarter RM2.7 million. The 2nd quarter revenue paper converting division was lower than previous corresponding year was due to one of the major supplier of bulk paper having temporary cease operations in Sabah and lower demand from customers. Building materials division revenue 60% of increase due to steel bar products and new customers and 40% increase sales due to plywood and sawn timber products.  
2. Variation of results against immediate preceding quarter

The Group recorded a profit before taxation and interest of RM5.4 million for the 2nd quarter to 30 Jun 2016 as compared to a profit of RM4.8 million recorded in the preceding 1st quarter.
