1. Review of performance

The Group recorded revenue of RM216.5 million for the 4th quarter period to 31 December 2020 as compared with RM239.2 million recorded in the preceding year corresponding quarter period.

Paper milling division turnover was RM0.17 million lower than previous year corresponding quarter period, paper converting division turnover was higher by RM8.5 million compared with the previous year quarter, building materials division recorded a lower turnover of RM31.8 million compared with the preceding year quarter period and other operating divisions reported higher turnover compared with preceding year quarter of RM0.9 million. Generally, the 4th quarter revenue for building materials division revenue turnover continue to be affected by the implementation of Movement Control Order (“MCO”) by Malaysian Government since 18 March 2020 due to outbreak of Covid19 which result in slowdown/stoppage of construction operations. 
2. Variation of results against immediate preceding quarter

The Group recorded a loss before taxation and interest of RM6.6 million for the 4th quarter to 31 December 2020 as compared to a profit of RM3.9 million recorded in the preceding 3rd quarter.
