On 05 January 2009, the Company announced that its Board of Directors had resolved to wind –up Xiamen Jinjie Trading Co Ltd (“XJTCL”), its dormant wholly-owned subsidiary registered in the People’s Republic of China. The Company further announced that approval has been obtained from Xiamen City Industrial and Commercial Department on 31 May 2009 for winding up Xiamen Jinjie Trading Co., Ltd.

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B1         Review of Performance 
               The Group recorded a turnover of RM6.39 million for the quarter ended 30 June 2009 which was RM0.918 million or 16.78 % higher than the preceding quarter’s turnover of RM5.471 million. Net profit before tax for the quarter under review was RM1.172 million compare to net profit of RM0.838 million recorded in the preceding quarter.  Higher sales, lower raw material and operating costs were the main contributing factors to the increase in the net profit before tax for the quarter under review. Net profit after tax for the Group was at RM0.929 million for the current quarter compared to net profit of RM0.851 million in the preceding quarter due to the above same reasons.
The Group achieved a turnover of RM11.859 million for the period ended 30 June 2009 which was RM1.953 million or 14.14% lower than the turnover of RM13.812 million in the preceding year’s corresponding period.  Net profit before tax for the period under review was RM2.011 million compared to RM2.501 million achieved in the preceding year’s corresponding period. Lower sales had contributed mainly to the lower net profit before tax for the period under review.  Net profit after tax of the Group for the period under review was lower at RM1.780 million compared to RM1.927 million in the preceding year’s corresponding period due to the same reason stated above.
B2      Material Changes in the Quarterly Results Compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

There was a material change in the Group’s net profit before taxation and net profit after tax for the quarter ended 31 June 2009 when compared to that of the preceding quarter. The details of and reasons for the changes are disclosed under items B1 and B5 of the notes.

B3        Prospects for the Current Financial Year

             In view of the global economic crisis and the competitive business environment, the Board expects a 

more challenging year in its performance for the financial year ending 31 December, 2009.

B8       Status of Corporate Proposals

On 03 December 2002, Aseambankers Malaysia Berhad on behalf of the Company announced that the Company through its wholly own subsidiary, Advanced Packaging Investments (H.K) Ltd (“APIL”), had on 02 December 2002, entered into a joint venture contract (“JVC”) with Wafangdian Laohu Cement Company Ltd.(“WLCC”), a company incorporated in the People’s Republic of China (“PRC”), to form a joint venture company under the name of Dalian Advanced Cement Company Ltd (“DACC”) to build a cement clinker plant in the PRC.     

As per the JVC, the proposed new plant was expected to be completed by June 2004. However, the project is currently still not yet completed owing to financial problems faced by the joint venture partner, WLCC, in contributing its share capital to DACC and the difficulty of DACC in obtaining loan to finance the project. Certain new lending restrictions imposed by the government of the PRC in 2004 to cool down its over-heating economy compounded to the problem. The completion of the project is now very much dependent on the availability of the funds from the banks in PRC to WLCC which was further delayed by the demise of the Chairman, Mr. Xi Jianqi.  
The Company has originally on behalf of APIL remitted approximately USD Two million seven hundred twenty thousand or USD2.72 million (equivalent to RM Ten million three hundred thirty six thousand five hundred forty eight and cents fifty four only or RM10,336,548.54) towards its capital contribution in DACC. 

As a move to resolve the failure of WLCC to contribute fully its portion of the registered capital, APIL had on 06 December 2005 entered into a Shareholders’ Agreement with WLCC for DACC to apply to the relevant authorities in PRC to revise downward the registered capital from RMB Ninety Million (RMB90,000,000) to RMB Fifty two million (RMB52,000,000). The shareholding ratio between the shareholders remain unchanged as 75% (RMB Thirty Nine Million or RMB39,000,000) for WLCC and 25% (RMB Thirteen Million or RMB13,000,000) for APIL.

The Company announced on 04 January 2007 that it has received on the same day the new business licence issued to DACC on 25 December 2006 by the Dalian Industrial and Commercial Administrative  Bureau, PRC (“DICAB”) with a revised registered capital of USD Six million two hundred and sixty three thousand (USD6,263,000) or RMB Fifty two million (RMB52,000,000). The original registered capital of DACC was USD Ten million eight hundred and forty thousand (USD10,840,000) or RMB Ninety million (RMB90,000,000). DACC had since returned the excess capital contribution of USD One million one hundred forty four thousand two hundred and fifty (USD1,144,250) to APIL.  

The above Renminbi equivalent is based on the conversion rate of USD1.00 to approximately RMB8.30 used by DICAB.

There was no short term borrowing at the end of this quarter.
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B10       Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

The Group does not have any financial instruments with off balance sheet risk as at the date of issue of       this quarterly report.

B11      Material Litigation

 There is a pending material litigation as at the date of issue of this quarterly report bearing Muar Magistrate’s Court Summon No. 72-922-07 between the Company and Wang Nutrition (M) Sdn Bhd. The Company had made an announcement on the litigation to Bursa Malaysia Securities Bhd on 28 May 2008. On 04 November 2008, the Company made further announcement to Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad that the case has been transferred to Muar Sessions Court and registered under Summons No. 52-536-2008(2) and is fixed for mention on 02 January 2009  
The Company has on 06 January 2009 announced that the case was fixed for further mention on the 06 February 2009 in view of the failure of the defendant’s counsel to present in the Court on 02 January 2009

On 10 February 2009 the Company updated that the above case has been fixed for further mention by the Muar Sessions’ Court on 17 April 2009 for parties to file bundle of documents and bundle of pleading.

The Company on 21 April, 2009 announced that the above case has been fixed for further mention by the Muar Sessions Court  on 26 June 2009 for the Company to file the following documents:

1) Common bundle of document;
2) Statement of agreed facts;

3) Issues to be tried; and
4) Witness Statement.

The Company on 29 June 2009 further announced that the case has been fixed for further mention on 31 July 2009 for the Company to file the Statement of Agreed Facts, Issues to be tried and common bundle of Documents. 

On 4 August 2009, the Company again updated that the above case has been further fixed for hearing on 13 October 2009 to enable the Company to file Statement of Agreed Facts and Issues to be tried.

B12       Dividend

No interim dividend has been declared during the financial quarter ended 30 June 2009.
B13     Earnings per Share 
The basic earnings per share of 2.36 sen and 4.52 sen were calculated by dividing the Group’s profit after tax attributable to ordinary shareholders of RM0.929 million and RM1.780 million for the current quarter and cumulative quarter to 30 June  2009 by the weighted average number of shares in issue of the Group of 39,360,400 ordinary shares at the end of the quarter.
