EXPLANATORY NOTES TO THE UNAUDITED INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR ENDED 30 SEPTEMBER 2006

1. Accounting policies

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with FRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysia Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) and Chapter 9, Part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the most recent audited annual financial statements for the financial year ended 31 March 2006 except for the adoption of the following new and revised Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) issued by MASB that are effective for the Group’s financial statements commencing 1 April 2006:

The adoption of above FRS does not have any significant financial impact on the Group for the current quarter under review except for the following:

FRS 3: Business combinations, FRS 136: Impairment of Assets and FRS 138: Intangible Assets

The new FRS 3 has resulted in consequential amendments to two other accounting standards, FRS 136 and FRS 138.  The adoption of FRS 136 has resulted in a change in the accounting policy relating to goodwill on consolidation.  This adoption has resulted in the Group ceasing annual amortisation of goodwill.  Instead, goodwill is tested annually for impairment or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired. 
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1. Accounting policies (cont’d)

Prior to 1 April 2006, goodwill was amortised on a straight line basis over its estimated useful life or 20 years, whichever is shorter.  The transitional provisions of FRS 3 has required the Group to eliminate on 1 April 2006 the accumulated amortisation of RM325,139 against the carrying amount of goodwill.  The carrying amount of goodwill as at 1 April 2006 of RM1,241,764 ceased to be amortised.  This has the effect of reducing the amortisation charges by RM19,586 and RM39,172 for the current quarter and financial year to-date.

With effect from 1 April 2006, in accordance with FRS 3, if the Group’s fair value of the net assets acquired in a business combination exceeds the consideration paid (previously known as negative goodwill or reserve on consolidation), the excess is recognised immediately in the income statement.  Prior to 1 April 2006, negative goodwill arising on acquisition of an associated company was amortised on a straight line basis over its estimated useful life of 20 years.  In accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 3, the negative goodwill as at 1 April 2006 of RM3,084,760 was derecognised with a corresponding increase in retained earnings.


FRS 101: Presentation of financial statements

The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest, share of net after-tax results of associates and other disclosures. In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interests are now presented within total equity. In the consolidated income statement, minority interests are presented as an allocation of the total profit or loss for the period. A similar requirement is also applicable to the statement of changes in equity. FRS 101 also requires disclosure, on the face of the statement of changes in equity, total recognised income and expenses for the period, showing separately, the amounts attributable to equity holders of the parent and to minority. 

The current period’s presentation of the Group’s financial statements is based on the revised requirements of FRS 101, with the comparatives restated to conform with the current period’s presentation where applicable.

2. Audit qualification

The audit report of the Group’s preceding year was not qualified.

3. Seasonal or cyclical factors

Demands for speaker systems and its related products are generally seasonal and are affected by economic conditions in countries in which the products are sold.
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4. Unusual items

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income and cash flow for the current financial period.

5. Changes in estimates of amount reported

There were no significant changes in estimates of amount reported in prior interim period or prior financial year that have a material effect in the current financial period.

6. Issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities

There were no issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-back, share cancellation, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the financial period ended 30 September 2006.

7. Dividend paid

There were no dividends paid during the financial period under review.

9. Valuation of property, plant and equipment

The valuations of property, plant and equipment have been brought forward without any amendments from the previous annual financial statements.

10. Subsequent event

There were no material events subsequent to the end of the current financial period that have not been reflected in the interim financial report.
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11. Changes in composition of the Group

There was no change in the composition of the Group for the current financial period under review.

12. Contingent liabilities or contingent assets

There were no changes in contingent liabilities or contingent assets since the last annual balance sheet date.

13. Review of performance

The Group’s current quarter results have been affected by the following:

· allowance for diminution in value in an associated company of RM3.1 million; and

· allowance for doubtful debt of RM0.5 million.

Excluding the above exceptional items, the Group’s profit before tax for the current quarter would be RM8.8 million, increased marginally from RM8.6 million recorded in the previous year’s corresponding quarter. Although revenue increased by 40% to RM193.5 million from RM138.6 million, the Group’s profit margin was lower mainly attributable to rising material cost.

For the financial year to-date, the Group recorded profit before tax of RM9.6 million (excluding the above exceptional items) as compared to RM8.9 million mainly due to higher revenue and higher share of associates’ results.   

14. Comparison with previous quarter’s results

Excluding the exceptional losses as mentioned in note 13, the Group recorded higher profit before tax of RM8.8 million as compared to RM1.3 million in the immediate preceding quarter on the back of higher revenue, higher share of associates’ results and lower foreign exchange losses. 

15. Prospects for the current financial year

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Directors are of the opinion that the operating environment for the financial year ending 31 March 2007 is expected to be challenging in view of the appreciation of the Ringgit and rising commodity prices. 
16. Deviation from profit forecast and profit guarantee
