B 1
Review of performance
The Group’s turnover decreased by 26.1% to RM78.6 million compared to RM106.3 million for the corresponding quarter last year despite a slight increase in sales volume. The reduced turnover was due to lower average selling prices as a result of the substantial fall in raw material costs. However, profit before taxation increased by 27.4% as compared to the corresponding quarter last year owing mainly to higher margins due to lower raw material costs.
Profit after taxation also improved in line with the above.

B 2
Variance of results against preceding quarter

Turnover for the Group increased slightly by 1.1% compared to the preceding quarter’s turnover of RM77.7 million contributed by the increase in volume of aluminium extrusion sold.
Profit before taxation increased by 98.1% from RM3.1 million for the preceding quarter to RM6.2 million for the quarter under review. The significant improvement in results was due to higher margins as explained above and that no specific provision for doubtful debts was made for the current quarter compared to RM0.9 million in the preceding quarter. Profit after taxation also increased by 59.3% in line with the above.
B 3
Current year prospects

The global economic health continues to improve and we believe that the worst could be over. Economic activities have also increased and have given us renewed hope for our future prospects. 

The Malaysian Government’s stimulus packages have been effective as seen from the increase in our sales volume domestically. We will continue to monitor the economic situation carefully for any signs of deterioration although we are optimistic that the Malaysian economy is on the road to recovery. In addition, we have seen a slight recovery in export sales leading us to infer that our export markets are also getting better.
Barring unforeseen circumstances, your Board expects the Group to remain profitable for the next quarter.
