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NOTES TO THE INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORT

1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with MASB 26 “Interim Financial Reporting” and paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad Listing Requirements, and should be read in conjunction with the Group’s financial statements for the year ended 31 July 2004.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted for the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 July 2004. 

2. Audit report of preceding annual financial statements

The audit report of the Group’s most recent annual audited financial statements for the year ended 31 July 2004 was not qualified.

3. Seasonality or cyclicality of operations 

There is no material seasonal or cyclical fluctuation in the operations of the Group.

4. Nature and amount of items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income, or cash flows that are unusual because of their nature, size, or incidence
There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income, or cash flows during the period under review.

5. Changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior interim periods of the current financial year or in prior financial years

There were no changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior financial years.

6. Issuances, cancellations, repurchases, resale and repayments of debt and equity securities
During the current financial year to-date, the Company increased its issued and paid-up share capital from RM42,995,500 to RM43,000,500 as a result of the issue of 5,000 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each to eligible executives who have exercised their options under the KESMI Executives’ Share Option Scheme.

There were no other issuances, cancellations, repurchases, resale and repayments of debt and equity securities for the current financial year to date.

7. Dividends paid
A first and final tax exempt dividend of 1.75 sen per share, amounting to RM752,500, in respect of the previous financial year ended 31 July 2004, was paid on 5 February 2005.

8. Segmental reporting

Segmental information is not provided as the Group operates primarily in the electronic industry in Malaysia.

9. Valuations of property, plant and equipment
The valuation of property, plant and equipment has been brought forward without any amendment from the previous annual financial statements.

10. Material events not reflected in the financial statements

There are no material subsequent events to be disclosed as at the date of this report.

13. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries
The Group’s revenue increased by 28% for the nine months ended 30 April 2005 to RM135 million from RM105 million in the previous corresponding period.  The improvement was largely attributed to increased investments in production capacities.

Operating margin declined marginally to 13.3% for the period under review, as compared to 14% in the previous corresponding period, as a result of lower utilisation of production capacity.

The increase in finance costs was due to higher borrowings for capital expenditures, mainly in the test facility.
For the quarter under review, the Group recorded a 20% decline in profit after tax to RM3 million from RM3.8 million in the previous corresponding quarter.  This was despite a 12% increase in revenue.  Lower profitability was due to non-linearity of production, lower service pricing and changes in product mix.

14. Material change in the profit before taxation compared to the results of the preceding quarter

The Group achieved a profit before tax of RM4.5 million for the third quarter ended 30 April 2005.  This was 13 % lower than the profit before tax of RM5.2 million for second quarter ended 31 January 2005.  The decline was a result of non-linearity of production and lower service pricing.
15. Prospects

The Group expects to remain profitable in the coming quarter.
16. Profit forecast / profit guarantee

The Group is not subjected to any profit guarantee.
