11. Changes in the Composition of the Group
There were no changes in the composition of the Company and of the Group in the current quarter except as disclosed below: -

a) As announced on 28 February 2003, the Company has disposed of the entire shareholdings of 172,632 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each, representing 60% of the total issued and paid-up capital of FSBM Internexia Sdn Bhd (“Internexia”) for a total cash consideration of RM1.00. With the said disposal of shares, Internexia has ceased to be a subsidiary of the Company. The disposal is not expected to have significant impact on net tangible assets and earnings of the Company and Group for the financial year ending 31 December 2003.

As announced on 13 January 2003, the Company has accepted a secured Term Loan Credit Facility of

      RM17.0 million from Malaysian Debt Ventures Berhad. The purpose of the said Term Loan is to provide project working capital for the Company and shall be repaid in full no later than twelve (12) months from the date of first drawdown of the Term Loan. On 5 February 2003, the Company has fully drawndown the said term loan facility.

18. Off Balance Sheet Risk Financial Instruments
There were no financial instruments with off balance sheet risk as at the date of issue of this quarterly        report.

19. Material Litigation
KT Technology (M) Sdn Bhd

The Company has filed Creditor’s Petition with the official assignee against the 5th defendant, the Judgment Debtor on 25 February 2003. The Creditor’s Petition is fixed for hearing on 12 June 2003.

Dataprep Distribution Sdn Bhd

The Company has decided to commence winding-up proceedings against the Defendant after the expiry of the Notice that has been issued pursuant to Section 218 of Companies Act, 1965 dated 14 March 2003 to the Defendant. 

As at 26 May 2003, there were no changes in material litigation, including the status of pending material litigation since the last annual balance sheet date of 31 December 2002, except as disclosed above.

20. Review of Quarterly Results
For the current year quarter, the Group recorded a lower turnover of RM5.7 million against RM15.3 million in the preceding year quarter. 

The Group has recorded a loss before taxation of RM7.6 million in the current year quarter as compared to a loss before taxation of RM0.4 million in the preceding year quarter. The higher loss is mainly due to allowance for certain deferred project expenditure where the recoverable amount is lower than the carrying amount.

21. Review of Performance

        The Group registered a loss before taxation of RM7.6 million for the quarter ended 31 March 2003 as compared to a profit before taxation of RM0.03 million in the corresponding period of the preceding year.


Corporate spending on Information and Communication Technology related expenditure continues to be weak as a result of adverse economic conditions and this had affected the performance of the Group’s business for the quarter.

22. Current Year Prospects

The Group continues to leverage on its core expertise and seek new business opportunities locally and abroad to broaden its earnings base.


The Board of Directors expect the various steps taken by the Group will improve its performance in the near future.

23. Variance from Forecast Profit and Profit Guarantee

Not applicable.

24. Dividend

       No dividend has been declared or proposed for the current financial period under review.

25. Disclosure in Relation to Internet-Related Businesses on E-Commerce Activities

FSBM MSC Gateway Sdn Bhd and FSBM Egate Sdn Bhd remained dormant. 

26. Provision of Financial Assistance

As announced on 26 November 2001, the Board of FSBM Holdings Berhad had on 26 November 2001 approved the Company to grant advances of up to RM2.2 million to a related party, FSBM I-Design Sdn Bhd (‘I-Design”), a 70% owned subsidiary company. On 12 August 2002, the Board has approved to grant further advances of up to RM1.0 million to I-Design.

As at 31 March 2003, the Company has granted I-Design with advances amounting to RM2.65 million.

The Company has as at 31 March 2003 given guarantees amounting to RM487,321 to third parties in respect of performance guarantees for tenders in connection with mutual acquisition of business opportunities. 

The above provision of advances and performance guarantees are not expected to have any significant impact on the earnings and net tangible assets of FSBM Group for the financial year ending 31 December 2003.

27. Basic Earnings Per Share

The basic earnings per share for the financial period is calculated based on the Group’s net loss for the period attributable to ordinary shareholders and divided by the number of ordinary shares in issue during the financial period.
