Audit Qualification

The audited report of the BHB and its subsidiary companies (“BHB Group” or the “Group”) for the preceding year’s financial statements was not qualified.  However, attention was drawn to the following:

The Workout Proposal of the Company was approved on 20 September 2002 by Pengurusan Danaharta Nasional Berhad pursuant to Section 45(2) of the Pengurusan Danaharta Nasional Berhad Act, 1998.  The Workout Proposal was formulated, amongst others, including the proposed liquidation of the Company and its subsidiaries.  Accordingly, the financial statements of the Group and of the Company have been prepared on a break-up basis and adjustments have been made to reclassify long term assets to current assets and reduce the carrying amount of the assets to their estimated realisable values.

Seasonal and Cyclical Factors

The Group’s performance in the current quarter and financial year-to-date was not affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

There were no unusual items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income and cash flows for the current financial period.

Review of the performance of the Group

For the first quarter ended 31 March 2003, the Group recorded no revenue, as compared to revenue of RM0.9 million in the corresponding quarter.  The lack in revenue is mainly due to completion of the existing projects.

In addition, the Group reduced loss before tax of RM5.06 million, as compared to loss before tax of RM5.2 million in the preceding corresponding period ended 31 March 2002.  There is no significant change to the results under review.

Variation of results against preceding quarter

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a loss before taxation of RM5.06 million as compared to a profit before taxation of RM10.67 million in the immediate preceding quarter.  The profit before taxation arising in the immediate preceding quarter can mainly be attributed to the gain arising from the deconsolidation of loss making subsidiaries that have been placed under liquidation.

Current Year Prospects
In the opinion of the Directors, the prospect of the Group shall depend on the finalisation and the successful implementation of a debt-restructuring scheme to regularise the Group’s financial condition pursuant to Practice Note 4/2001 as disclosed in Note 8.

Status Of Corporate Proposals

(a) 6 March 2003

BHB has appointed Messrs Monteiro & Heng as the Investigative Auditors to carry out the investigative audit on the past business losses of BHB, in compliance with one of the conditions as imposed by the Securities Commission.

(b) 14 April 2003

The Creditors Agent, namely Grant Thornton Consulting Sdn Bhd, had on 9 April 2003 entered into a Put and Call Option Agreement (“PCOA”) with certain shareholders of Premium Vegetable Oils Berhad pursuant to the proposed corporate and debt restructuring scheme of BHB.

The PCOA is conditional upon the following conditions precedent:

(i) the approval of the Workout Proposal by Pengurusan Danaharta Nasional Berhad, which was obtained on 20 September 2002;

(ii) the approval in principle of the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange for the listing of and quotation for the new ordinary shares of NewCo;

(iii) the completion of Share Sale Agreement; and

(iv) any other approvals, necessary or appropriate under the Workout Proposal and the proposed corporate and debt restructuring scheme of BHB being obtained.

All the above conditions must be complied with within six (6) months from 26 December 2002, or any such period as may be extended by the Creditors Agent.

Changes in Material Litigation

In respect of the claim made against BHB by AmMerchant Bank Berhad (“AMMB”) for amounts outstanding under facilities granted by AMMB of a total sum of RM59,905,605.42, legal proceedings have been temporarily put on hold pending the finalisation of the Proposed Restructuring as mentioned in Note 8.

Another claim has been made against Bridgecon Engineering Sdn Bhd (Special Administrators Appointed)(“BESB”) {a wholly owned subsidiary of BHB} and BHB by AmBank Berhad (“AMB”) for an amount outstanding under facilities granted by AMB of RM10,151,895.31.  Judgement in default has been obtained against BESB and BHB on 10 March 1999.  However, AMB has not executed the Judgement against BESB and BHB as at to date.

A third claim has been made against BESB and BHB by Public Bank Berhad (“PBB”) for amounts outstanding under facilities granted by PBB for a total sum of RM4,340,254.90.  The hearing of PBB’s application for summary judgement which have been fixed on 3 June 2002 has been adjourned to 29 May 2003.

A fourth claim has been made against Andarin Sdn Bhd (In Liquidation)(“ASB”) {a wholly owned subsidiary of Bridgecon Development Sdn Bhd (In Liquidation) (“BDSB”), which in turn, is a wholly owned subsidiary of BHB} and BHB by HSBC Bank Malaysia Berhad (“HSBC”) for a total sum of RM15,411,630.72.  However, on 28 November 2001, HSBC has decided to put on hold their claim against BHB.  Their application for summary judgement on ASB is tentatively fixed on 22 January 2003 has been adjourned to 26 May 2003 for mention.

Save as disclosed above, there were no other pending material litigation for the current financial quarter under review.

Notwithstanding the above, pursuant to Section 41 of the Pengurusan Danaharta Nasional Berhad Act, 1998, on the appointment of the Special Administrators in BHB and BESB, a moratorium shall take effect and no proceedings or execution or other legal process may be commenced or continued against the respective companies.

Notwithstanding the above, the Exchange has via their letter dated 30 April 2002 granted BHB an extension of time until 31 December 2002 to comply with the aforesaid paragraphs of the LR.  In addition, the Exchange have also via the same letter granted to the Company a waiver from complying the following provision of Paragraph 15.10(1)(c) during the tenure of the SAs on the condition that at least one of the SAs (who is a member of the MIA) will sit on all audit committee meetings and shall advise or provide guidance to the audit committee on all matters pertaining to financial management and reporting so as to assist the audit committee in its decision making.

One of the SA, namely Mr. Siew Kah Toong (MIA No.: 2469) had provided the Exchange with a written undertaking that he will sit on all audit committee meetings and shall advise or provide guidance to the audit committee on all matters pertaining to financial management and reporting, to assist the audit committee in its decision-making.

The Exchange has also via their letter dated 25 March 2003 granted the Company a further extension of time until 30 June 2003 to comply with the aforesaid paragraphs of the LR.  The Company had on numerous attempts invited the public, its existing employees to join in the board of directors of BHB.  The Company is currently looking at the options available and will endeavour to meet the above stated LR as soon as practicable.  The Company will continue to update the Exchange on its efforts or progress to comply with the aforesaid LR requirements.
