The 1st Quarter 2000 has seen reduction in revenue contribution from both the Construction and Engineering Sector. The high turnover for the 4th Quarter of 1999 was mainly due to the substantial completion and realization of contract revenue for 1999 during that quarter. At the same time new projects undertaken during the current quarter are still at the infancy stage to have any significant contribution to the overall Group’s earnings.
