Selected explanatory notes pursuant to para. 16, MASB 26 Interim Financial Reporting

1. Accounting policy and methods of computation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with MASB 26, Interim Financial Reporting, and Chapter 9 Part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“BMSB”). The same accounting policies and methods of computation are adopted in preparing the interim financial statements as compared with the audited financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2003.

2. Declaration of audit qualification

The audited financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2003 were not qualified.

The business operations of the Group are not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical factors.

13. Review of performance 

The Group recorded a 12% increase in its cumulative six months’ revenue of RM29.89 million, as compared to RM26.70 million recorded for the corresponding period in the preceding year. The increased revenue mainly comes from the Group’s steel water pipes manufacturing business which recorded an increase of 126% to reach RM9.90 million (1H 2003: RM4.38 million) for the period under review.

The corresponding Group’s profit before taxation for the first half-year of RM3.19 million (1H 2003: RM778K) has been given a boost with a year-on-year increase of 310%, as a result of improved trading conditions while keeping its operating costs down.

14. Material changes in the quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter
The Group’s revenue and profit before taxation for the quarter of RM16.19 million (Q1 2004: RM13.70 million) and RM1.79 million (Q1 2004: RM1.41 million), were 18% and 27% respectively, higher compared with the preceding quarter. The increase in revenue and profit before taxation were mainly due to higher sales registered in the LPG Manufacturing Division for the quarter of RM4.40 million (Q1 2004: RM1.40 million), as demand started to pick-up.
15. Prospects 

The nation’s economy is forecast to grow by 6.5% for the second half-year of 2004 with the outlook for the steel water pipes business remains positive. Against this backdrop and management’s continuous commitment in improving operating efficiency, as well as prudent management of its steel cost exposure, the Board remains cautiously optimistic that the Group’s results for 2004 will remain favourable.
