NOTES TO THE QUARTERLY FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Selected explanatory notes pursuant to Financial Reporting Standards (FRS) 1342004 Interim Financial Reporting

1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standards (FRS) 1342004 Interim Financial Reporting, and Chapter 9 Part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (BMSB). The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2006 and these explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements as they provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to the understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 December 2006.

2. Changes in Accounting Policies


The significant accounting policies adopted in these interim financial statements are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2006 except for the adoption of revised FRS 117 Leases and FRS 124 Related Party Disclosures issued by MASB that is effective for the Group’s financial period commencing 1 January 2007.  The principal effects of the change in accounting policy resulting from the adoption of the revised FRS 117 and FRS 124 are discussed below:

a) FRS 117:  Leases

Under FRS 117, lease of land and buildings are classified as operating or finance leases in the same way as leases of other assets.  A lease is classified as a finance lease if it transfers substantially all the risks and rewards incidental to ownership and as an operating lease if it does not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incidental to ownership. 

The land and buildings elements of a lease of land and buildings are considered separately for the purposes of lease classification. The up-front payments made are allocated between the land and the buildings elements in proportion to the relative fair values for leasehold interests in the land element and building element of the lease at the inception of the lease.  The up-front payments represent prepaid lease payments and are amortized over the remaining lease term.

Prior to 1 January 2007, leasehold land for own use was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at revalued amount, being the fair value at the date of revaluation less accumulated depreciation and any impairment losses. 

With the adoption of FRS 117 effective 1 January 2007 and in accordance to its transitional provision, leasehold land for own use is now classified as operating lease.  The unamortized carrying amount of leasehold interests in the land element is retained as the surrogate carrying amount and reclassified as prepaid land lease payments in the balance sheet.  Accordingly, comparative figures for the financial year ended 31 December 2006 have been restated to reflect this application as disclosed in Note 3.  The adoption however has no effects on the income statement of the Group for the current quarter under review.

b) FRS 124:  Related Party Disclosures

The adoption of FRS 124 does not result in significant changes in accounting policies of the Group.

The Group has not early adopted the Deferred FRS 139 – Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement.

11. Valuations of property, plant and equipment

15. Review of performance 

The Group’s current quarter revenue of RM37.5 million rose by 86.6% as compared to RM20.1 million in the preceding year corresponding quarter due to the growth in revenue from both the Engineering and Manufacturing Sectors. 

In tandem with increased revenue, the Group’s current quarter gross profit improved by 46.0% to reach RM7.3 million as compared to RM5.0 million achieved in the first quarter of 2006. The improved gross profit margin along side the higher revenue registered by the Group’s steel water pipes business, Steel Fabrication and LPG cylinders have been the major factors contributing to the improved bottom line.

16. Material changes in the quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter
The Group’s current quarter revenue of RM37.5 million (4Q06:  RM32.7 million) was 14.7% higher compared to the preceding quarter.  The increase in revenue was mainly due to increased sales recorded for its steel fabrication and LPG cylinders manufacturing, which in the previous quarter recorded a contribution of RM9.8 million and RM4.5 million as compared to this quarter of RM20.1 million and RM5.7 million respectively. The overall reduction in profit before tax for the current quarter (RM3.5 million) as compared to the preceding quarter (RM6.1 million) was largely due to the drastically lower revenue recorded for its Civil Construction Division in the absence of new projects commencing during the quarter.

17. Prospects 

The outlook for the Group’s operations remains challenging but positive for the current year and, barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is confident that the Group’s performance for 2007 will remain favourable.

24. Status of Corporate proposals

On 21 March 2007, announcement was made to Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad for the following proposals:-

(a) Bonus issue of up to 13,266,825 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in KKB (“Shares”) (“Bonus Shares”) credited as fully paid-up on the basis of one (1) Bonus Share for every four (4) existing Shares held on an entitlement date to be determined upon obtaining all the relevant approvals (“Entitlement Date”) (“Proposed Bonus Issue”); and

(b) Transfer of the listing of and quotation for the entire enlarged issued and paid-up share capital of KKB from the Second Board to the Main Board of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”) (“Proposed Transfer”).

The Proposed Transfer is conditional upon the Proposed Bonus Issue and will be effected upon the completion of the Proposed Bonus Issue, subject to the approval of the relevant authorities.  The Proposed Bonus Issue is not conditional upon the Proposed Transfer.

On 20 April 2007, announcement was made to Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad that the Securities Commission (“SC”) has vide its letter dated 19 April 2007 approved the Proposed Transfer subject to the condition that AmInvestment Bank and KKB should fully comply with all the relevant requirements pertaining to the implementation of the Proposed Transfer as stipulated in the SC’s Policies and Guidelines on Issue/Offer of Securities.  The Proposed Transfer is also conditional upon the Proposed Bonus Issue, which is still pending the approvals of the following:-

(i) Shareholders of KKB at an extraordinary general meeting to be held on 10 May 2007; and

(ii) Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad for the listing of and quotation for the Bonus Shares. 

Further thereto, announcement was made to Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad on 7 May 2007, that Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad has vide its letter dated 27 April 2007 approved the listing and quotation of up to 13,266,825 new shares to be issued pursuant to the Proposed Bonus Issue.  The Proposed Bonus Issue is now pending the approval of the shareholders of KKB at an extraordinary general meeting to be held on 10 May 2007.

Save as disclosed above, there were no new or outstanding corporate proposals announced, which have not been completed as at the date of this announcement.
