Performance Review

Group  revenue  of  RM 5.205  million   for   the   third   quarter   ended       30th September 2009 was 9.49% lower than the corresponding quarter in the proceeding year of RM 5.751 million primarily due to the  slowdown of global economy and less emphasis placed on auction sales which generates lower margins compared to retail sales. 
However, pre-tax net loss of RM 0.356 million was 15.44% lower than the corresponding quarter of preceding year of RM 0.421 million as selling and marketing expenses and finance costs had reduced.

Third quarter Group revenue had declined by 16.09% to RM 5.205  million against RM 6.203 million of the preceding quarter arising from reduced spending by industrial sectors.
In line with overall margins improvement on export business and reduction in selling and marketing expenses  and  finance costs,  the  Group recorded a smaller pre-tax loss of RM 0.356  million  which  is 34.07% lower  than the preceding  quarter of  RM 0.540 million.

Prospects 
Slowdown of global economy will continue to pose a major challenge to the Group’s business for the remainder of the year. Demand for heavy machinery is projected to remain weak.

Any improvement in local heavy machinery industry arising from Malaysian government stimulus packages have little impact on overall Group revenue.

The Group’s strategy is to place more emphasis on retail export business, which earns better margins, by opening more outlets. Export business is the main source of Group revenue.
