Review of Performance

For the current financial year ended 31 March 2009, the Group’s turnover increased by 15.22% from RM77.58 million recorded last year to RM89.39 million in the current year due to the higher contribution from the holding company. Profit before tax decreased by 10.08% from RM3.87 million to RM3.48 million in the current year. 
B2.

Quarterly Analysis

For the quarter ended 31 March 2009, the Group recorded revenue of RM22.14 million, an increase of 2.22% from the RM21.66 million achieved in the quarter ended 31 December 2008 mainly due to the slightly higher contribution from the holding company. Profit before tax decreased by 211.54%, from RM0.26 million recorded in the previous quarter to a loss before tax of RM0.09 million in the current quarter. Profit after tax decreased by RM0.78 million, from RM0.13 million in the previous quarter to a loss before tax RM0.50 million in the current quarter.
