Additional Explanatory Notes of THE Listing Requirements OF THE BMSB
1.
Review of Performance

For the financial quarter ended 31 March 2008, the Group recorded a turnover and profit before taxation of RM10,491,000 and RM331,000 respectively.
The Group’s turnover for the current financial quarter represents a decrease of approximately 10% as compared to RM11,669,000 posted in the corresponding quarter in 2007.

For the period under review, the Group recorded a profit after taxation of RM330,000 as compared to a profit after taxation of RM87,000 recorded in the same financial quarter last year. The higher profit after taxation registered for the current quarter is mainly attributed to the higher profit margin being achieved on sales and the increase in other income.
2.
Review of Current Quarter Profitability Against Preceding Quarter

The Group registered a turnover of RM10,491,000 in the current financial quarter as compared to RM10,326,000 achieved in the immediate preceding quarter. The Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM331,000 as compared to a profit before taxation of RM274,000 recorded in the preceding quarter.
The revenue and profit for the quarter ended 31 March 2008, was mainly due to the continued recognition of sales from the on-going projects of the Group.
3.
Prospects
The new projects in Selangor, Negeri Sembilan and Kedah launched this year are expected to generate profits for the Group during the forthcoming financial year ending 31 December 2008. In view of the foregoing and barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board is confident that the financial performance of the Group will be sustained in the forthcoming financial year.

Explanatory Note for Variance of Actual Profit from Profit Forecast and Profit Guarantee
The Group did not issue any profit forecast or profit guarantee and therefore, this note is not applicable.

Linear Harvest Sdn Bhd and Ong Tai Chin (“Plaintiffs”) vs Bertam Development Sdn Bhd (“BDSB”)
Full trial hearing was conducted from 6 to 8 March 2006. The court had then vacated the hearing date which was originally fixed for 9 March 2006 and has re-fixed for continued hearing on 7 and 8 January 2008. 

BDSB had filed an application to amend its defence and counterclaim and an application to recall the Plaintiffs’ witnesses. Both applications are fixed for 22 May 2008. Both applications have to be disposed off before the trial can resume.
