B1. Review of performance

i) Trading segment     
The current quarter revenue registered at RM 30.14 million, a decline of 10.85% over the preceding corresponding quarter of RM 33.8 million. The  profit  before tax  ( PBT)  for the  same  period  decreased  from  RM 1.59 million to RM 1.01 million, a decline  of  36.57%. 

The year-to-date (YTD) revenue declined by14% from RM 102.73 to RM 88.34 million while the PBT for the same period decreased by 45.69% from the last corresponding period of RM 5.7 million to RM 3.1 million.
For the above comparison with preceding corresponding quarter and YTD’s results, the lower demand on our spare parts had reduced both revenue and PBT though the gross profit margins remain stable. 

ii) Manufacturing segment

For the manufacturing segment, the current quarter revenue of RM 14.81 million is an increase of 43.56% over the preceding corresponding quarter of RM 10.32 million. The segment’s loss before tax for the current quarter had reduced by 94.37% from the preceding corresponding quarter’s loss before tax of RM 0.36 million to RM 0.02 million. The higher revenue and slightly increase in gross profit margin have improved the PBT. 
The YTD revenue of RM 35.05 million had increased by 17.04% over the last corresponding period of RM 29.95 million. The YTD loss before tax registered at RM 1.21 million, increase by 5.32% as compared to last year corresponding period’s loss before tax of RM 1.15 million. The slight increase in operating expenses had dampened the PBT.

B2. Comparison of results with preceding quarter
The Group’s revenue for the current quarter of RM 41.48 million increased by 1.8% over the preceding quarter of RM 40.74 million. The PBT for the current quarter of RM 1.17 million is 30.14% higher than the preceding quarter PBT of RM 0.9 million. Both revenue and margin improved slightly over the last quarter.

Due to the competitive market environment, we foresee the slow demand trend to continue and will impact our financial performance for the last quarter and thus our financial year ending Dec 2013.

Status of corporate proposals
On 5 April 2013, the Company announced that the Board had on even date received a letter from its major shareholder, Golden Power Holdings Sdn Bhd, requesting the Company to undertake a selective capital reduction and repayment exercise under Section 64 of the Companies Act, 1965 

 This will result in Golden  Power  and the  persons  acting in concert ( Interested Shareholders ) holding  the entire  issued  and paid-up share capital of TAS upon completion  of  the proposed SCR. Accordingly  Golden Power will request  the Company to make application to Bursa Securities  to de-list  TAS  and withdraw  its  listing status  from the  Official  List  of Bursa  Security .The proposed SCR will be funded  through the internal funds of TAS and /or financing facilities obtained by the   Company  from financial  institutions.

On 19 April 2013, the Company announced that the Board (save for the Interested Directors who have abstained and will continue to abstain from deliberating and voting on the Proposed SCR at the relevant board meetings of the Company) had, at a meeting held on even date, deliberated on the contents of the SCR Offer Letter and has resolved to table the Proposed SCR to the shareholders of TAS for their consideration. 

 TAS had on the date of the announcement on 19 April 2013 appointed Affin Investment Bank as the Main Adviser for the proposed SCR and the Board, save for the interested Directors had appointed TA Securities Holdings Berhad as the Independent Adviser to advise the non-interested directors and the entitled shareholders of the Company in connection with the Proposed SCR.

On 19 June 2013 and 2 July 2013, Affin Securities had submitted the draft circular in relation to the Proposed SCR to the Securities Commission Malaysia (“SC”) and Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad for approval. On 2 July 2013, TA Securities had submitted the Independent Advise Letter (IAL) to the SC for approval. 
The SC had vide its letter dated 9 July 2013 approved the application for the exemption under Paragraph 1.1 of the Practice Note 44 of the Malaysian Code on Take-Overs and Mergers, 2010 in relation to the Proposed SCR.

The applications dated 19 June 2013 and 2 July 2013 by Affin Securities & TA Securities are still pending SC’s approval as of to-date.
