2.01 Review Of  Performance

The Group, for the first quarter ended 30 November 2006, registered a total turnover of RM17.424 million with RM10.60 million from the paper lamination segment, RM2.064 million from the printing segment and RM4.760 million from the optic fibre.
2.02 Comparison With Preceding Quarter’s Results

During the current quarter, the Group registered total revenue of RM17.424 million as compared to the preceding quarter of RM12.14 million. The Group has registered an operating loss of RM0.341 million as compared to preceding quarter of operating loss of RM0.38 million.

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Directors foresee a reasonable performance for the Group for the year ahead.

2.08 Asset Held for Disposal

An item is classified as held for sale if its carrying amount will be recovered principally through a sale transaction rather than through continuing use.

On 9 August 2006, one of the subsidiary has entered a Sale and Purchase agreement with Supreme Inspiration Sdn Bhd for the disposal of the piece of land (Lot 15, Jalan Sultan Mohamed 3, Kawasan Perusahaan Bandar Sultan Sulaiman – the “Property”) for a total consideration of RM1,916,400. However, the consent from Selangor State Development Corporation (“PKNS”) is required to proceed with the sale of the Property.

There were no new corporate proposals for the financial period under review.

2.011 Off Balance Sheet Financial Instruments

The Group has no off balance sheet financial instruments as at the date of this announcement.

2.012 Material Litigation 
a)
Certain former shareholders (“Vendors”) of a subsidiary, Markmas Pak-Print Sdn Bhd (“MPP”) has served a writ on the Company with regard to the demand and uplift of the bank guarantee of RM5,093,115 being the collateral provided by these Vendors for the guaranteed profit of MPP in connection with the sale of shares of MPP to the Company in 1997. The Vendors are seeking a declaration by the Court to set aside the Company’s entitlement t o uplift the bank guarantee. The Company has appointed legal counsel to vigorously defend the Company’s interest.

The uplift of the bank guarantee amounting to RM5,093,115 was dealt with through reserves in the financial statements of the subsidiary for the financial year ended 31 August 1999.

On 2 March 2000, the Vendors of MPP obtained an injunction restraining the Company from further collecting RM3,906,886 being the balance of the collateral provided by these Vendors after the uplift of RM5,093,115.

The two cases have been consolidated on 27 January 2003. The case was last mentioned on 20 to 22 and 27 to 28 November 2006 and are fixed for trial on 2 and 3 July, and on 1 and 2 August 2007.

b) A minority shareholder of a subsidiary, MPP has petitioned the Kuala Lumpur High Court to seek amongst others an order directing the Company and directors of the subsidiary to buy his shares at a value to be assessed by the Court and for compensation to be assessed. The Company has also appointed legal counsel to vigorously defend the Company’s interest.
2.013 Material Litigation (Contd.)
c) A subsidiary, Acorn Properties Sdn Bhd (“Acorn”), entered into a lease agreement on 30 April 2002 with a third party where Acorn leased a portion of its freehold land measuring 20,000 sq. feet out of the total land area of 80,482 sq feet (the “Leased Land”) to the third party. The said freehold land is located at GRN 84206 Lot 38560 Pekan Country Heights, Daerah Petaling, Selangor Daurl Ehsan.
Under a term of the lease agreement, the third party was allowed to charge the Lease Land as security for bank borrowings extended to the third party. The title was presented to the Land Office for the registration of the charge to a local bank on 5 September 2002. Since then, Acorn has not received the title document back from the solicitors.
The third party breached the terms of the agreement and failed to pay the agreed rentals. Accordingly, Acorn, through its solicitor terminated the lease on 10 July 2006. The third party disputed the termination and continued to occupy the Lease Land. Acorn performed a land search on 5 October 2006 and noted that instead of registering a charge on the Lease Land, a charge was registered on the entire land.
As at the date of this report, the said third party has been placed under receivership. Acorn has instructed its solicitors to take the necessary actions to protect its interest.
